Tom stated that he needs access to the final database in order to process refunds.  There are several invoices from District 279 that have not been paid due to insufficient information.

Tournament Director:
Gary Fena reported that all funds have been turned in for the 12 year old traveling baseball tourney.

Traveling Fastpitch Director:
Bob Usset reported that 1) Jim Koltes, head Coach of the Maple Grove Senior High Fastpitch team thanks OMGAA, the coaches and board, for all that has been provided in support of the high school Fastpitch program.  2) There are discussions being held about a reconfiguration of the fastptich fields at Maple Grove High School because of concern for individuals having to chase foul balls on Fernbrook Lane.  3)  Approval is needed for an estimated $2000 for 5 teams that have qualified for a national tournament.

Dome Facility- Marci Sadler reported that the Maple Grove Citizens’ Action Committee forwarded the domed facility and a proposal for a second sheet of ice at the Maple Grove Community Center to the City Council and the proposal has been “accepted”.  At this point, we do not know when the City Council will discuss the proposals.
