RESOLUTIONS BY THE BOARD

1. A motion was made that Bantam aged players wanting to try-out at the Bantam “A” level will sign up at registration for whichever team they would like to try-out. A coach representing each team (Red team / Black team) will sit at registration and create a list of those players as they sign up. Players will also choose at registration what they want to do if they do not make the A (red/black) team they tried out for i.e. Do they want to go directly to B tryouts, or be placed on the other A team if there is room. (If a player originally stated he would like to go to other A team, but later does not want to play A’s, that player would go directly to C’s). This proposal would keep the top 28-30 skaters on the A teams and give players a choice.  Both A teams would play a District 8 schedule. This proposal is only for this year due to the fact that next year, we will in all likelihood, be playing in a different district because of redistricting.  Motion Approved.  Opposed were Mark Hickey and Dan Weber.
2. A motion was made regarding the proposal for division of various level teams.  Proposals 1-4 dated July 13, 2005 state that the division of Squirt A level teams, Pee Wee A level teams, PeeWee B level teams, and Bantam B level teams will be such that players ranked 1 through 16/17 will skate together on the District 8 team and players ranked 18 through 32/34 will skate together on the Tournament team. The Squirt A tournament team will play in 4 away tournaments and 2 home tournaments with 10-12 games arranged during season.  The PeeWee A tournament team, PeeWee B tournament team, and Bantam B tournament team will play in 5 away tournaments and 2 home tournaments with 10-12 games arranged during season.  Included in the motion is the understanding that the Operating Procedures will be changed at the next meeting to reflect such changes.  Motion approved.  Opposed were Mark Hickey and Dan Weber.

Mr. Hickey is beginning to schedule the ice for the upcoming season.

CITY UNIT – NO REPORT

TRAVELING UNIT – Scott Schneider

Traveling Unit will table their proposal regarding team division due to Hockey Advisories proposal being approved.


Traveling presented its proposal for payment of Non Parent Coaches as was discussed in previous meetings.  Additions to this proposal are the inclusion of the semi-travel and non-travel teams.  The totals include all reimbursement and coaches will be given a tax form 1099 for their personal tax reporting.  Up to two assistant coaches will follow previous reimbursement policies for hotel receipts, to be paid at the end of the season.  The motion was made to reimburse Non Parent Coaches (All paid coach need approval of the board) the following amounts:  Motion Approved.  Opposed were Doug Zmolek and Jill Wylam.
Bantam A/Girls U14A=  $4000

Pee Wee A and B/ Bantam B/Girls U12A/ Junior Gold=  $3000

Squirt A/ Girls U10A/Girls U12B/Bantam C=  $2000

Squirt B2/Pee Wee Semi C/ Girls U10B=  $800

Squirt C/ Pee Wee C= $200


Mr. Schneider stated that application for A travel coaches are on the web site and interviews will begin in mid August, rated and given to Mr. Zmolek and Hockey Advisory.


Kevin Knoepke, Traveling Tournament Manager informed the board that this will be his last year as Tournament Scheduler and if anyone is interested in taking over his position they may contact him for more information.
HOCKEY ADVISORY - Doug Zmolek 

Doug presented the board with new proposals for division of the A and B teams at Pee Wee and Bantam.  This change in proposals from last month was brought about when District Four denied us entry into their league.  Previous discussions with them assured Mr. Zmolek that this was going to be approved.  After reconsidering this Mr. Zmolek believes this plan is better situated for our association and players.  The proposal states that Bantam aged players wanting to try-out at the Bantam “A” level will sign up at registration for whichever team they would like to try-out. A coach representing each team (Red team / Black team) will sit at registration and create a list of those players as they sign up. Players will also choose at registration what they want to do if they do not make the A (red/black) team they tried out for i.e. Do they want to go directly to B tryouts, or be placed on the other A team if there is room. (If a player originally stated he would like to go to other A team, but later does not want to play A’s, that player would go directly to C’s). This proposal would keep the top 28-30 skaters on the A teams and give players a choice.  Both A teams would play a District 8 schedule. This proposal is only for this year due to the fact that next year, we will in all likelihood, be playing in a different district because of redistricting.  Discussions about this and concerns of numbers of Bantam players opting to go High School followed.  There are concerns that several players may not return and Doug believes that this will give them an option and if they choose to go, then they would go regardless of what we decide.  A motion was made to accept his proposal.  The motion was approved.  In favor were Zmolek, Schneider, Grinde, Mackey, Foley, Heightland, Wylam, Konakowitz, Anderson and Bier.  Opposed were Hickey and Weber.  This will be brought forward next month for placement in the Operating Procedures

Mr. Zmolek brought 4 proposals to the board regarding the Squirt A, PeeWee A and B, and Bantam B division of teams. The teams will be divided in such a manner that the players ranked 1 through 16/17 will skate together on the District 8 team.  Players ranked 18th through 32/34 will skate together on the Tournament team.  The Squirt A Tournament team will play in 4 away tournaments and 2 home tournaments.   The team Manager may pick up 10-12 games throughout the season.  The PeeWee A and B and Bantam B will play in 5 away tournaments and 2 home tournaments.  The team Manager may pick up 10-12 games throughout the season.  Mr. Knoepke attended and stated that he is working on finding the appropriate tournaments for all teams.  A concern stated was that it is very difficult to find additional games as the season progresses and 10 – 12 may be difficult.  Mr. Schneider stated that Rochester has been invited to the District 4 scheduling meeting and the Tournament Team Manager can attend that.  Mr. Zmolek stated he would help team managers with locating additional games.  A motion was made to approve proposals one through four with the understanding that the Operating Procedures will be updated at the next meeting to reflect those changes.  The motion was approved.  In favor were Zmolek, Schneider, Grinde, Mackey, Foley, Heightland, Wylam, Konakowitz, Anderson and Bier.  Opposed were Hickey and Weber.


Mr. Zmolek would like to implement a required one-week break for all levels.  This would be held between Christmas and New Years.  A concern brought up was that if we do not sign up for the traditional tournaments we have in the past, and later wish to, the spot will be taken.  Mr. Zmolek will table this item until further discussion can be held.


Mr. Zmolek would like to change the appearance of the Roster Book to place less emphasis on the level within age divisions.  An example of this would be at Squirts, do not list team as A’s or B2’s but as Squirt team 1, 2, 3, etc.  and include the sponsor name.  He will discuss this with Marcia Kelley who designs the book to check on the feasibility of this and report back in the future.

Mrs. Mackey distributed Tournament dates to the board for review.  Bantam C Dec. 2-4, PeeWee B Dec. 9-11, Girls U10A Jan. 6-8, Girls U12A Jan. 6-8, Girls U14A Jan. 6-8, Squirt A Jan. 13-15, PeeWee A Jan. 20-22, Bantam A Jan. 27-29, Bantam B Feb. 3-5, Squirt B2 Feb. 10-12.  The add for Let’s Play Hockey has been submitted.
