Secretary’s Report

The minutes of the 2nd half of the April 3rd, 2006 Board Meeting were reviewed. A motion to approve, with the condition of future minutes meeting the standard of previous minutes. All present were in favor of motion.

Treasurer’s Report

Allen Riess was not present, but updated financials were passed out.

President’s Report

Loren has been meeting with lots of current and past association and board members. Loren attended the MVYHA open house at Acceleration Minnesota Sunday night. His view was that it was not as heavily attended as hoped. Curt, the owner, commented that he is looking to build a stronger relationship with MVYHA.

District 2 Report

Dave Weier was not present. 

Registration Coordinator

Notice cards will be mailed out this week, with registration deadline June 1st, 2006. There are 273 kids squirt level and up. Loren commented that Allen Riess would keep possession of the mailbox key.

Initiation Coordinator

Tom had nothing new to report.

Girls Coordinator

Mike reported that there has only been interest from 4 girls in the goalie clinic, and all are current goalies. Considering a ‘Try Goalie’ session in September. There are only one U12 and two U10 goalies coming back next year. Started preliminary discussions with other associations about a co-op at the U14 level. Based on the number of returning players, there might be only 24 U12’s, so we might consider a co-op at that level also.
Try-out Coordinator

Scott is looking into possible changes in the try-out process, which could result in some financial savings across the board.
Equipment Coordinator

Carrie said we are still looking for a boy’s goalie coach if we have the goalie clinic, but with only 4 kids interested at this point hiring a coach may not be financially feasible. She reports there are currently 8 goalies at the Bantam level; Tom Snuggerud reported there are at least two goalies moving up to Squirts from the Mite program. Loren suggested that the current open position of Boys Coordinator would assume some of the responsibilities of getting goalie coaches and helping to recruit goalies.

Ice Commissioner

Very busy working on acquiring ice for the 2006-2007 season right now.  Have received most of the hours from Super Rink.  Submitted our application to Ramsey County on April 14 and should receive our allocation from them in late June or early July.  One change being made this year is a more consistent schedule for the Initiation Program - virtually all hours will be at Super Rink from 7:30 AM - 12:30PM on Saturday and Sundays. 
New Business

A motion was made to name Pat Nagel as a new board member, with the title of Boys Coordinator. The motion was seconded and 6 of 9 present board members approved, with one abstaining and two voting against. 

MVYHA Website Coordinator Amy Hennen introduced a Justin from Puck Systems to give the board a demonstration on a new web server for our association. Justin did a very comprehensive presentation that included a look at a few local hockey association web sites that have purchased his product. The presentation included how an on-line registration system would work. The presentation was very well received by the board and a motion was made to approve implementation of the site. The motion was seconded and all present were in favor of the motion, on the contingency that the contract presented to the board be reviewed by Ernie Peake to ensure it complies with what was presented verbally. Scott Payzant volunteered to be the one board member that learns the new system along with Amy.

Old Business

A parent/son from outside our association was present to follow up on a request the father presented at our April 3rd General Board Meeting to waiver his son into our association. The board’s decision is to deny the request at this time, with the possibility of revisiting the request later in the year once our team numbers are in place. 

Motion made to adjourn, the motion was seconded and a unanimous vote to adjourn followed. The meeting adjourned at 9:45 pm.
