*  We understand that improper behavior at a match may result in a parent being asked to leave
the field by the referee, the TSL or a club official so the coach does not receive a yellow card
caution or even a red card ejection due to the actions of the parent spectator.

* We shall not interfere with the coach during matches and we shall leave the coaching to the coach
during games.
