RESOLUTIONS BY THE BOARD

1.  A motion was made to place an on-line poll on the website to see if there is an interest in an RYHA Mascot.  Motion failed.  Opposed were Weber, Grinde, Foley, Holtan, Schneider, Konakowtiz, Dingle, Zmolek, Benner, Anderson.
PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Paul Grinde
Mr. Grinde has spoken with coaches who have a desire to share practices with varied levels of play, i.e., a C level team share with an A or B.  The belief is that this will give skaters the opportunity to experience different levels of play.  Mr. Benner reported this is allowed as long it is within the same age group and is strictly a practice.  This will be looked at for next year.


RYHA has been invited to attend an upcoming Rochester Youth sports meeting, sponsored by the Rochester Amateur Sports Commission, to be held December 4th.  Mr. Schneider reported he will be attending this event and will update us.

SECRETARY’S REPORT – Kathy Heightland

 October minutes were presented and approved.  Vote was unanimous.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mary Foley

Most team travel funds have been collected thus far.  Sponsorship fees continue to be paid.

A refund request was made by a Junior Gold player and reported by Mr. Grinde.  It was reported that this player has not skated with Junior Gold and has decided to play High School.  Historically we have allowed refunds up until December, minus a $25 processing fee, provided the player has not skated on RYHA ice.  We will look at the refund policy and vote on this next month.  


Mrs. Foley brought a JG refund request to the board.  This player has skated with the Junior Gold team and has since decided to play High School.  The player is requesting a partial refund, minus fees for ice time used, and the $25 fee.  This will be brought to the board next month.


A Bantam B Red player has decided to drop from RYHA and play high school hockey.  They are not requesting a refund from RYHA and are inquiring as to who to notify of this.  

GAMBLING COMMITTEE – Tom Konakowitz

Mr. Konakowitz reported the Hanger Bar and Grill has recently closed and we will not have that location as a Pull Tab site.  

Gambling’s September 2007 Activity Summary, tax return, allowable expenses, and December 2007 budget were presented and approved.  Vote was unanimous.
MITES/SUPERMITES – John Dingle

Mr. Dingle reported that the Mite levels are close to capacity this year.  The Rookie program has approximately 90 players this year and that is up.  Mr. Zmolek is interested in the retention numbers of these young players to determine if this progam will grow our older levels.
OPERATIONS UNIT – Dan Weber

Mr. Weber reported that the uniforms have arrived and are being distributed to teams.  They should be available for all teams for pictures.

Ray Ashworth will look into online registration and payment for RYHA and reported back to us.

MAHA – Bob Benner
District Eight will now allow older players to help on the ice with younger levels.  The reason behind this is to allow High School aged players to attend practices and help coaches without requiring them to have a coaching card.  This will be allowed provided the older players are helping the coach and youth and are not using the time as extra practice.  Mr. Benner recommends players who wish to help on a regular basis should get a Student Coach Certification.
Younger players on RYHA ice at older level practices was discussed.  It was largely agreed that this was not a safe practice and will not be allowed within the association.  Mr. Grinde agreed to write a statement on this to be discussed next month.

TRAVELING UNIT – Scott Schneider

Due to the resignation of Jeff Humble from the Bantam A Black team, the Traveling Committee has named Ryan Langenbrenner and Aaron Getchell as coaches of the team.  The non parent fee will remain the same as was agreed on for Mr. Humble.


The girls program would like to have a member represented on the board.  The board requests a presentation from the girls program to further discuss this.

HOCKEY ADVISORY - Doug Zmolek 

Mr. Zmolek discussed his concern with harassment of our evaluators at try out time.  Evaluators have been difficult to find due to this and he believes we will continue to have more trouble if Parents act in this manner.  He is asking for direction from the board in how to handle this.  Mr.Grinde will look into preparing a Code of Conduct for Parents that would allow RYHA to sanction those who behave inappropriately.

Mr. Zmolek has spent time at the Termite and SM levels and believes the coaches there are doing a good job with the coaching plans.  He reports the Squirt Development Program has had very few concerns thus far.  He has placed mentors with new coaches to help them learn how to run practices and follow the objectives he has for this level.  Player evaluations for teams will be held November 16th – 18th.
