SECRETARY’S REPORT

February 19, 2008
Call to Order:
The meeting was called to order by Mike Parenteau, President, at 7:00 p.m.

Open Forum:

Tyree attended the meeting on behalf of Velocity Sports to discuss a new offer to OMGAA.  For every team that attends a complimentary session at Velocity, they will donate $50 to OMGAA.  Tyree explained the program and the offerings available.  Directors and Coordinators will mention the offer at coaches meetings.

Secretary’s Report:  Minutes for the month of January 2008 meeting were submitted by Tim Murphy for board review and approval.

Treasurer’s Report:
  Ward Wallner reported that due to registrations, the organization is now in the “high income, low expense” mode- which will quickly turn in the opposite direction.  At this time approximately 950 kids have registered- about 85% on-line.  OMGAA pays a total fee to various vendors of about 5% for on-line registrations- which will need to be budgeted in the future.  The old checking account has been closed and all activity is now handled through the new business account.  .  Ward has received a notice from the Minnesota Attorney General’s office about the required filing for non-profit organizations.  OMGAA has recently received some donations to the Scholarship fund from memorials.  The on-line Purchase Order is not working for all directors, so the manual forms are still acceptable.  
Director’s Reports:
IT Director: 
Don Myhre asked that directors provide him with league names and team names as soon as possible so that he may begin setting up pages on the web site.  A discussion took place about how long to keep on-line registration open and when to open “late” registration and the fees to be charged.  

Training Director:
Mike Parenteau stated that Dave Mauch has determined that he will resign his position on the board when a replacement can be found.  Dave is currently unable to devote time needed to meet demands.  A discussion took place about the current training and working with CJ Woodrow in the future.  Dave Ditty has been involved in many of the discussions and he will be able to help ensure we have a solid training program going forward.  
Equipment Director:  Chris Sullivan reported that the rule books and first aid kits have arrived.  Throw down bases have been purchased.   

Fund Raising Director:
Gary Fena reported that planning is well underway for the Golf Tournament on May 17.  The Golf Committee of Ron Muelners, Monica Raskob, Mike Parenteau and Gary Fena have been working to bring in sponsors.  Gary also discussed an opportunity to raise money from the MN Twins Community Fund.  Donations can be used for improvements to fields including dugouts.  Our project seems to fit within their requirements.  Gary will continue with attempting to meet the deadline for submission to the Twin Community Fund.
Vice President:
Steve Larson has edits for the Handbook to be approved at the meeting.  Steve has arranged for an entry in the Maple Grove Days parade in July for OMGAA.  If OMGAA would like to raise funds at Maple Grove Days on July 12, 2008, we will need to submit an idea to the organization in the near future.  Twin Night will be Saturday May 31 when the Twins play the Yankees.  Because the Twins consider this a “premium” game, we will need to charge more for this game than in the past.  Steve will work out the details with the directors on the time lines for turning in money etc.   Steve is drafting a proposal to the Maple Grove Park and Rec about our plan to improve the dugout at various fields to be determined.  Steve will be selecting a photographer in the near future. 
Senior House League Baseball director:
Paul Sperl expects 38-40 teams- approximately the same as last year.  The 14/15 Year Old leagues will start in late May to accommodate other tryouts.

Junior Traveling Baseball Director:
Dave Ditty reported that Providence Academy is forming a youth baseball association to play in the Gopher State baseball league.  Dave will wait until next month to order the “coaches Deck” practice cards

Junior House Baseball Director:
Gloria Jordan reported that all of the coordinator positions for her program have been filled.  Current registration is at half of what was budgeted, but it is expected to be filled as families realize that they need to get registered.  

President:
Mike Parenteau asked to contributions to the Newsletter.  It will only be published electronically this year. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Purchasing Cards:
The credit cards have arrived and were issued to those directors receiving cards tonight.  They will be collected again in August- and then re-issued next January after the annual elections.  
NEW BUSINESS:
Charitable Giving:  A discussion was held about making gifts to the four (4) high school programs (Osseo and Maple Grove- baseball and Fastpitch).  Discussion took place about budgeting for gifts to these programs in the future and how to go about setting guidelines for donations.  Ward will review how much has been donated to each program and will research to determine if its there are any restrictions to making donations to various Booster Clubs.
