BLOOMINGTON TOURNAMENT UPDATE: Dave Fritzlar advised that we will host the tournament as an ASA National Qualifier. Bloomington has 10 teams in the tournament and we still need 17 more.  We should have no problem meeting the number of teams we need for the tournament. The Fastsports site is updated with further information.  

8U UPDATE : Kathy Sweeney has received 20 registrations and 2 more phone calls.  They are expecting 22 teams.  2 teams from Bloomington.  Great response to the new 8u program.

FUNDRAISING: Roxanne gave handouts of the concessions we will be using for the tournament.
