SECRETARIES REPORT: 
Motion was made to accept September minutes by Tom Murphy, second by Bob Briesmeister.

TREASURE’S REPORT:
Current balance is $22,877.07.  Total expenses for the year - $65,056.00.  Total Revenues - $64,625.00

6.) PLAYER DEVELOPMENT REPORT:


a. River Falls Clinic Update – the clinic was a huge success.  The younger girls age bracket was full and 15 of the 20 slots were full for the older girls.  Deb suggested that the 12’s move up and practice with the 14’s next year or split the first year 12’s with the second year 12’s.
