New Business:  Motion to add an open forum for tonight’s meeting by Jason Mayer and 2nd by Brenda Bredesen.
Secretary’s Report:  Discussed secretary report.  Motion to approve secretary report by Jason Mayer and 2nd by Larry Brown, and approved by the board.

Motion to accept the Conflict of Interest policy by Jason Mayer and 2nd by Larry Brown and approved by the board.
Treasurer’s Report:    Motion to approve Treasurer’s report by Jason Mayer, and 2nd by Brenda Bredesen, approved by the board.

Motion to lower the squirts/10u dues by $100.00 – failed the vote.
Motion to increase the greens buyout by $25.00 – failed the vote.
Discussion – On-Ice committee will obtain Form W-9’s to get SSN numbers from the coaches for the upcoming season.

Motion for CDS to prepare the Form 990 for the year ended April 30, 2009 by Jason Mayer and 2nd by Larry Brown, approved by the board.
On Ice:  Mite program coordinated with Willmar Community Education & Recreation department (WCER): 
WCER is recommending the following dues for mites:
Pre K $40.00, K – 1st graders $45.00 and 2nd – 3rd graders $55.00.  Information about the mite jamborees will be given out at a later date to those who are registered in the program.  The USA Hockey fees will be collected in December for those who want to participate in the jamborees.  WCER will lease the equipment bags from WHA.  WCER will distribute the equipment bags and will maintain the deposit checks for the bags.  Jim Anderson, Dan Tollefson and Chad Akerson will be in charge of this program.
Motion  for WCER to run the mite program for the 2009 – 2010 season by Jason Mayer and 2nd by Chris Woltjer and approved by the board.
Motion to lease the equipment bags to WCER for $5.00 per skater, by Jason Mayer and 2nd by Libby Revier and approved by the board.

Summer Ice:  Overall, the summer ice program went well.  The Litchfield coaches would like to come back again next summer.
Fundraising:    Smith Open – Posters will be posted and registration forms will be mailed on 7-07-09.  Raffle – there’s about 25-30 skaters that haven’t picked up their tickets yet.
Public Relations:  WHA will post an advertisement in the fall WCER brochure.  
Wild event in Montevideo – about 100 people showed up for the signing.  All of the food was donated to WHA to sell to the public.  Alltel has donated about $1,200.00 of various products to WHA.   Larry Brown and Shelly Duininck are working on a WHA Logo.
Parade – the Schrupp family donated 2,000 freeze pops to distribute to the spectators.  Duininck bros donated the free use of a generator.
Tournaments:  Ben is working on the advertisement with Beth at the CVB.  Tournament committee is suggesting that the teams are charged $450.00 for their entry fee.  The last couple of years the fee has been $425.00 per team.  Another suggestion is to raise our gate fees for the home tournaments.
District 5:  There’s a presidents meeting this Wed 7-08-09 with District 5.
Open Forum / Old Business:  During the April 2009 board meeting, Beth Johnston discussed the grievance hearing that was held with District 5 in regards to the equality issue, specifically the nature and the tone of the meeting.  At that time, Nate W. motioned and Chris Woltjer 2nd, that WHA would send a letter to District 5 outlining how WHA members were treated at that grievance hearing.   
Beth Johnston discussed the following 5 items of concern that WHA should include in this letter to District 5 regarding D5’s Grievance process:  

1. If D5/MH intends to demand the resignation of a board member in order for them to proceed with a grievance, notice should be given PRIOR to the Grievance Hearing that D5/MH will demand the board member’s resignation.  The reason for the resignation demand should also be provided to the Board member PRIOR to the Grievance Hearing. 
2. Members who submit a grievance should not be required to physically attend a hearing where there is no dispute of facts.  See Minn Hockey Bylaw Article 6(c).
3. If D5 intends to strike parties from a grievance for their inability to attend the Grievance Hearing, the parties should be given proper notice of D5’s intention.
4. Any materials used at the hearing should be provided to all members of the committee and the grievants PRIOR to the hearing.  Materials obtained from any hockey association should be done with the knowledge of the association.  This would ensure that the materials are truthful and accurately represented.
5. Minutes of the Grievance Hearing should be available to the grieving parties. 
 Nate Weber will revise the letter that was previously drafted to District 5 and will circulate it by e-mail to the other WHA board members.  This letter will then be available at the August 3rd board meeting for signature and approval.  Brenda Bredesen will hand deliver the letter to District 5 on 8-5-09.
