Minutes: Previous board meeting minutes were read.  Chris Tangen motioned to approve minutes, Sheri Moe second…approved.
Joint Committee Meeting Minutes:  Scott Snyder shared the meeting discussions.  They met to discuss teams and the level that we are going to play at for Peewee’s with no decision made.  Scott asked the PLYHA board to share their opinion regarding levels.  We currently have an estimated 37 kids that will be playing Peewee hockey for the 2010-2011 seasons.  Joe Bergquist shared that there will be a District 15 Peewee ‘C’ team for next season.

Open Discussion Regarding Peewee level for 2010-2011:
Chris Boelter feels we need to stay “A” level on Peewee’s.  

Marty Reed brought up points regarding where do we play if we are “A”?  He stated that we should consider looking at teams outside our district and look at harder tournaments for an understanding of what level we are.  

Chris Boelter- It is our duty to stay “A” to give the kids something to work for… where is the focus at the Squirt level to go “A”.  What are the practices like?  What are they working on to become “A”.  

Brandon Anderson- Let’s take a step back.  What is our goal?  Who are we trying to compete with?  Our district?  Or Cities teams?  We need to start from the mite level up and have a clear objective on player development.  

Brad Mesenbrink- He wants to bring up points because he first hand has watched his son play on the A team for the past 2 years.  He has watched this association for the past 3 years decide, A or no A at the Peewee level.  Watching the kids constantly getting beat, and watching their spirits get broken isn’t helping us develop their skills.

Sheri Moe​- We need to stop discussing Peewee and start with Squirts.  No B1 level Squirt will be prepared to go into an A Peewee level program because it’s a completely different game pace.
After hearing all board members/ association members opinions regarding what playing level regarding A-B-C’s for the 2010-2011 Peewee’s we will be having a joint committee meeting July 12th 2010 at Hallett Community Center.  Association members will be formally invited and able to have an open floor discussion.  Immediately following the meeting the Joint Hockey Committee that includes members from boards, Joe Bergquist, and Shawn Chambers will have a vote on what we will be declaring for next seasons playing level.

Gambling:  John E presented pre approval of allowable expenses.  Tom Aydt motioned to approve allowable expenses, Chris Tangen second… approved.  Any raffle tickets that aren’t distributed need to be soon.
Treasurer’s Report: Chris B shared the P&L statement YTD.
