Coaching Report  - Jim Rogers reports all clinics are online and ready to register.   This will be the last year for coaches to do multiple certifications in one year.

· Review Policy changes as per the attached Policy and Procedure Manual

· – Biggest change is the commitment letter and players playing for multiple teams at the House Rec level.  The changes were highlighted in red on the document.  Voting will occur at the meeting in August. Established a discipline committee, player development, coaching development, screening/background, and clarified executive committee.  Tony Radke wants to clarify the policy of the commitment letters will be good only for Tier I and Tier II.  Jon says we need to modify for A, B and House Rec levels.  We don’t want to make a policy that restricts USA Hockey policy.  Jon will place both options for the letter restrictions.  Peewee Bantam A/B and older included or Tier 1 Tier II only.  

· Jon to update the Bylaws to the change Member Associations language to be uniform throughout.

· Policy written on 5.5.11 regarding the high school member organization.  Concerned about the future of high school hockey and by making it the only entity, it risks the future existence.  Re-word to state that the AHSHA as long as in existence will be the single official high school hockey organization.
· Review potential host sites and dates for Tier 1 and Tier 2 State Championship Playdowns

· Rink operators meeting chose the dates Tier I – because there is a district tournament March 3rd -6th in Dallas.  Tier I January 29th – February 2nd.  Ice Den has the only declared Tier I PW and Bantam.  U16 Team Arizona, DYHA, Coyotes, U18 Coyotes, DYHA.

· Tier II – February 28th - March 6th,  Nationals March 30th 2011  PW at Ice Den, Bantam possible at Gilbert – most likely Peoria. PW – CAHA, Mission, Runners, DYHA (2)
