Referee Model

ASA Mini – Referees in this category have only taken an ASA 4 hr course which will enable them to referee U/10 soccer and below. These referees wear an ASA badge. The referee’s that take this course would have been 12 or 13 yrs old when they took the course and advised when they turn 14 to take the 2 day CSA adult entry level course in order to referee older age groups.

CSA Youth – Referees in this category have taken the full 2 day CSA Adult Entry Level course which will enable them to referee at an age 2 yrs younger than themselves. Referee in this category would have been either 14 or 15 when they took the course. When a CSA Youth referee turns 16 they automatically become a CSA District referee.

CSA District – Referees in this category have taken the full 2 day CSA Adult Entry Level course and are at least 16 yrs old or older. This would allow them to referee ages two years younger than themselves.

CSA Regional – Referees in this category must have refereed at the senior level for at least 2 years and must take and pass a two day CSA District to Regional upgrading course and have a passing grade in at least 3 assessments given by a provincial assessor in a two year period. Then a district referee would be upgraded to a regional referee by the ASA referee development committee.
CSA Provincial – referees in this category have taken a two weekend 4 day CSA Regional to Provincial upgrading course and have received a passing grade in 3 assessments by a national assessor in a two year period.
