Joanne has sent a formal letter to all teams in that division warning that there will not be any tolerance for this behavior and one more incident from anyone in this division will result in suspension of that player and possibly the team. Team managers/coaches need to take responsibility of their players and if they cannot control them then the league will be forced to suspend or remove them from the MSWHL.
