The meeting came to order at 6:40 p.m.  The August meeting minutes were accepted on a motion by Susan Butler, seconded by Michelle Bensette, and passed unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report:
· Michelle Monson resigned as Treasurer.  Joanne Lukasik accepted the position.  
· Ann will contact Michelle to obtain materials from her October 4th.  Ann will email Michelle this week to find out the bank we are affiliated with and the process to transition the accounts to Joanne.  
· Update on League Funds:  League has $7,943.32 in account.  Thirty-two teams have turned in their $150 league fee.  Score sheets were purchased.  Terry will send email to Ann with the amount owed.   Final lawyer fees need to be paid.  Terry will send invoice to Ann to make final payment. Only other Lawyer costs in the future will be to file tax forms.
· Ann will hold on to league fee checks until all of the information is turned over to Joanne.  
New Business:

· The final MSHL Teams by Division listing was distributed.
· This meeting is scheduled for the last Thursday of the month at 8:00pm.  This will be open to change given changes in attendee schedules.  
Schedules: 
· Schedules were distributed.   Senior Recreation B provided an individual team schedule and a master schedule.    Senior Advance provided an individual schedule but will contact Darleen Darvill to ask for a master schedule.  Senior Intermediate provided a master schedule.  Senior Recreation A provided some individual schedules but will contact Laurie Birchler to request a master schedule.   
· Teams must report schedule changes to their division director.  The directors will report these changes to Lisa Chiodo and Ann Dobija.

Scoresheets:

· Score sheets were purchased.  Each team will be provided with 15 score sheets.  Teams should contact their Division Director to obtain score sheets.  All Ann Arbor and Howell teams can obtain thier score sheets from Kristen Krug.  See email addresses above for contact information. 
· Lisa will construct an e-mail with the score sheet process, and the rules and regulations of turning in materials and changes.  Ann will review the e-mail and distribute it to the directors who will then distribute to the teams.  To confirm: There is a 48hour window after each game in which score sheets must be postmarked.  If score sheets are not postmarked within that time frame the winning team (who is responsible for turning in the score sheet) will forfeit the game.  NO EXCEPTIONS!   Included in the process information sheet a list of stats will be provided.  If the scoresheets are illegible or incorrect, they will not be entered into the player stats.  This will be spelled out clearly.

Web Site: 
· There is still a problem with the server (what else is new!).  Ann is going to work with Pete on Saturday (9/29) to try and rebuild the Web Site on a different server.  Schedules, meeting minutes, team contact's, treasurer information and rosters will be posted shortly thereafter.  
Rosters:  

· Teams must be rostered with USA hockey before playing any league games.  Do not wait until you have a full team prior to obtaining a registrars signature.  You can always make changes.  Do not hold up this process!!  Again, the roster needs to be signed prior to any play!!  Teams will not be able to play for a year if this is violated.  The refs may also be penalized.  
· If you add a player to your roster, they cannot play for 72 hours after registration.
· Teams are required to fax or mail an official roster (signed by the registrar) to their division director ASAP.   The division director will mail these to Lisa and provide a copy to Ann at the next meeting.
Ruicci Cup:

· The 10 game rule was discussed for the Ruicci Cup and waived.  Instead, you have to have a roster in to Lisa Chiodo by January 31st with all of those players who are eligible for the Ruicci Cup.  A letter of intent to play in the Ruicci Cup must accompany the roster.  If a team pulls out of the Ruicci Cup after this date, they will forfeit their $100.

· If someone is added to the roster after the 31st they may play in league games, however they will not be able to play in the Ruicci Cup.
· The Ruicci Cup will be a play-off format.  Since the teams will be shifted to different divisions after the first of the year, a play-off format seems appropriate.  
· The deadline for games counting toward the standings for the Ruicci Cup is tentatively March 1st.  This will be finalized after the scheduling for the Ruicci Cup.  If teams are unhappy with this, they should reschedule their games before this deadline.  Games played after this deadline will count towards final standings, but not the Ruicci Cup standings.  
· The issue was raised which games will count toward the Ruicci Cup standings if teams move between divisions.  Should the games from the entire season go toward these standings or only those games post final division assessment.  This will be discussed further at future meeting.
· Ruicci Cup Tournament Guide Book:  This was put off until the next meeting.  This is a time consuming task and needs to be discussed soon.  Where the tournament will be held also needs to be determined.  
· The Canadian teams do not want to pay US dollar rate to play in the Ruicci Cup.  A calculation of the tournament fee was based on Canadian tournament rates.  The initial $100 is in U.S. funds, the remaining balance is paid in Canadian funds.  This is will be incorporated in the Rules and Regulations. 
Michigan Chiefs:  
· Discussed criteria for evaluating Michigan Chiefs.  The Michigan Chiefs are technically a Senior A team.  They lost a lot of players this year, but are still a really good team.  It was decided during August that they would be allowed to join the league under a probation period until December.  During December it will be decided if they can remain in the league.  In the interim, Officers may attend games to be able to give a fair assessment in December and teams are required to provide feedback in regard to how play is going (include score of the game, penalties given to both teams, overall play).  If teams are having a problem, teams are encouraged not to wait until the end of the season to discuss problems.     
Fundraising Efforts:  
· Tupperware parties.  Anyone interested should look at the Web Site.  Current viewpoints are that individual teams should take care of their own fundraising events.
· There was a proposal for the Sports Association Fundraising Program, but more information needs to be obtained before a decision can be made.  Ann will send an email asking for more information and it will be discussed at the next meeting.
Donations: 

· A request to make a donation on behalf of the league to the Red Cross for the tragedy that occurred on September 11th, 2001 was proposed.  The Board will consult with the leagues lawyer to see if the league can donate funds for various causes.
