Treasurer’s Report:
· Update on League Funds  - Report was reviewed and accepted on a motion by Michelle Bensette and seconded by Susan Butler.  Board will post the balance on the web site but details can be requested from the division directors.
New Business:

· Update on Official Rosters – Please mail a copy to Lisa Chiodo, 27959 Brandywine, Farmington Hills, MI 48334.   (248) 324-3738 (home)  or 
(734) 635-2062 (cell).   Chris had roster additions from the Predators.  Expected to receive a roster addition from the Herricanes.  Susan had additions from Michigan Devils.  
· Update on Stats Process (i.e. communication, clarity, etc.) -  The standings and division stats are posted on the site, along with score sheets that are missing.  Teams are responsible to resolve any outstanding score sheet issues with Lisa Chiodo.
· Update on By-Laws, Rules and Regulations 
· Next steps:  file Michigan nonprofit status and Federal 501c status  - Terry had sent Ann several forms to sign.  Terry is working with Joanne to complete the forms.  League lawyers would like to file all paperwork by year-end.  There may be some processing fees for the forms required.   Terry will notify the league of the costs.
· Discuss criteria for evaluating Michigan Chiefs:  Jacqui will email the senior advanced division to gather their input as to whether they wish to meet at the next league meeting or if providing their feedback via email is sufficient.   
· On Ice Courtesies:  All teams are reminded to shake hands at the end of each game, allot enough time to fill out score sheets prior to the start of the game and all players must have number on their jerseys in order to participate in a game.
· Reminder:  The last five minutes of the third period shall be running time if the score difference is four (4) goals or more.  This cannot be waived even if the teams agree to it.  All games are 3 ten minute periods, teams should not deviate from this even if they have more ice time available.
· Discuss Ruicci Cup Tournament:  
· Tentatively set for either the week of March 22nd.
· Ann will obtain proposal from Taylor Rink, Colleen from Farmington Hills, Jacqui from Hazel Park.  If any teams are interested in hosting the tournament then they will be required to obtain a proposal from their rink.  Proposal should include:  rinks must provide a block of ice for games each day, cost for 65 sheets of ice and scheduling, cost for referees and scheduling, cost of scorekeepers and scheduling, cost for creating bracket sheets, provide area for souvenirs, silent action and registration.  Possible volunteers needed for registration, souvenirs and silent action, trophies to chair a committee and work the tournament.   Teams will not be subject to a mandatory add fee for the programs. Entry fee for tournament will be determined based on proposals.  All teams participating in the Ruicci Cup will need to provide an official roster and a letter of intent to play by January 31st.
· Ann will post on the site for teams to contact her if they wish to host the tournament.
· Details will be discussed further at next meeting.
· Teams who feel they may want to move out of their division should contact their division director ASAP or prior to the next league meeting in which the divisions will be evaluated and decided.  Schedulers will be contacted with the results.
· The break over the XMAS holiday was to accommodate the schedulers.  There should not be any games forfeited over games not being played before the end of the year. Voted unanimously.
