5. New Business:

a. Gary Fiddler has resigned as NPRIC effective immediately, NDHOA would like to see a candidate from ND to apply for the position as ND has the majority of the officials in the district.

ii. Motion for reimbursement for Brandon Schmitt, Chad Miller,1st Norm Reitan, 2nd Mitch Semanko, all in favor, motion passed

iii. Discussion on reimbursement for Craig Teitz as he is a Moorhead, MN resident, he has agreed to work with both ND and MN on seminars, motion to reimburse Craig, 1st Travis Kurtz, 2nd Norm Reitan, all in favor, motion passed

iv. Discussion on the reimbursement to Cody Majerus , Erin Tate for attending a camp in 2010 if accepted 1st Tom Balzer, 2nd Mitch Semanko, all in favor, motion passed
c. Supplemental Discipline

i. Bruce Rostad informed the board that he had increased a couple of coaches suspensions, the main concern has been for the safety of the players, Bruce also handed out a discipline report for 2009-2010 for  the Board to review, this report will also be handed out to NDAHA for review later that day
ii. Noted that fighting has increased in the Bantam Levels and decreased in the Junior Gold level as they have adapted their own rule and increased the penalty to two games for fighting

iii. The Match penalties that were handed out for 2009-2010 the player are required to attend a USA Hockey Referee Seminar as must earn the level one patch, Bruce has the names of the players and will forward it to Brad to make sure the players attended the level one seminar
d. Seminar Education

i. Game Reports, show examples of a game report, proper procedure for filling out the report, where to find the report, stress that the report should be turned in to Brad and Bruce in 24 hrs, have the phone numbers of all the officials that were working the game.

ii. Kicking rule, make sure to go over the do’s and don’ts of calling the penalty, proper procedure
iii. Playing rules, proper procedure and progression, minor, major, misconduct, etc., a 5 minute major maybe called with out a game misconduct
iv. Score sheets, take time with them to make sure that they are filled out properly, officials have to option to take the score sheet to the locker room to double check them especially when misconducts and match penalties have been called 

v. Try to make all the off ice officials feel like they are part of the officiating crew, introduce your self and our partner(s), ask them if they have any questions before the game starts, make sure that the off ice official understands the penalty called and that its is written down in the book properly

vi. Rule 601, make sure that the proper progression is followed

vii. Proper USA Hockey mechanics of officiating a game, positioning, puck hand offs, waiting for your partner entering the ice and leaving, etc 
e. Ethics Procedure

i. Discussion, process to filter out complaints about officials, need to start from the affiliate first then move on to NDHOA, if Brad receives a letter that has not followed the proper channels it is sent back so it can follow the proper channels
f. Seminars

i. Dates need to be sent to Brad ASAP

ii.  Joint Level 4 Seminar to be held in Fargo, Steve Tatro, BJ are to be the instructors along with help from NDHOA
iii. Procrastinators seminar will be held but time and date will not be announced until after the other seminars are filled out

iv. Mitch Semanko will set up the point of emphasis  for the ND seminars, information on NDHOA, meeting information, meeting minutes, camp information, when and where they are, NDHOA membership form for reciprocity

v. Level 3 closed book test, discussion, level 3 test it be implemented in a different way this year, Brad will also send out and e-mail to all level 3 officials to remind them of the closed book test before the level 3 seminars are held
vi. Try to split the level three officials older vs. 1st and 2nd year to help educate the younger level 3 officials

vii. Game reports, discussion, on-line game report can be set up on the web page, $75.00 set up fee, should be set up before the season starts

g. State Tournaments

i. Supervisors are to do evaluations during the tournament, discussion, inform the crews working the tournament the first day and first game

ii. Supervisors are to stay over night at the tournament site in order to be their to handle anything that come up that concerns the officials
