
BPTBL ACADEMIC ELIGIBILITY POLICY

BPTBL follows an academic standard.   Aligning the organization with the academic expectations of the Junior and Senior High programs, BPTBL can better prepare the student athlete for eligibility as they transition into other programs.
In the event a player/student records two sub-standard (D or F) grades, the player shall be placed on academic probation.  Upon being placed on academic probation, the player and

parent(s)/guardian(s) will partner weekly with the player agent or his/her designee. *

Definition of actions taken:  (may include one or more of the following based on the partnership with the parent(s)/ guardian(s)).
· Fifty percent reduction in practice time to work on studies
· Suspended from tournament play to work on studies (may or may not require attendance at tournament)
· Parental/guardianship imposed actions
· Mirror Junior and/or Senior High criteria
· Changes to MSHSL Athletic Eligibility rules
Removal from academic probation occurs when the student raises his or her grades above guidelines.  If a grade brings the student within the guidelines they are re-instated without further action.  

This will be discussed on an as needed basis between the student, parent and agent.

This policy is not intended to be a form of punishment.  With the partnership of BPTBL Board of Directors, Coaches and Parent(s)/Guardian(s), this policy is enacted for the sole purpose of maintaining the definition of student athlete.
