Race Location

The race will begin on Main Street and end across the park on Waterfall drive in Elkhart  at 300 South Main Street. There is plenty of free parking all around.

Go right on the corner of Main Street and State Street. ( The USPO is on the right hand side on Main Street. ]

All chips are handed out on race day morning.

Race Day Schedule- Civic Plaza on Main Street Elkhart

6:30 am Registration and packet pick up opens

7:45 am Registration closes

8:00 am Kids Fun Run in the park

8:10 am 10K and 15K start together

8:15 am 5K Run/Walk

We are starting with the Kids Fun Run so that they can get their 5 minutes of attention and we can cheer the next generation of runners across the finish line! The kids run in the grass in the park around the flags.  You will have plenty of time to get to the starting line for the 10K and 15K start, which is on Main Street.

Motorcycle pacers will lead the 10K and 15K runners.  

Course Description
The courses have changed since  last year, and are much simplified. There is a bridge out on Island Park, so we will be running around the outside of Island Park.

5K Course- Turn by Turn

Straight down Main Street and over the Bridge.


Right on  Beardsley.


Left by High Dive Pavilion around the Montessori School.


Right on Cassopolis.


Right on the edge of the park and wind through High Dive Park.


Left on Beardsley.


Right on Johnson

Right on Elkhart Avenue

Right onto the Riverwalk path by the flag pole. And run behind the YMCA on the path.

After you go under the bridge, there is a sharp left turn.  Go out to NIBCO parkway and make a right up to the end, right on Elkhart and right into the finish line.
Left on to NIBCO parkway,

Right on Elkhart Avenue

Right on Waterfall.

The finish is on the corner of Waterfall and High Street.

10K  and 15 K Courses- NEW, straighter, almost and out and back

Straight down Main Street and over the Bridge.

Right on  Beardsley. 

Cross Johnson

Right on Greenleaf

The 10K turns around at Marshall. Wait for the volunteer to tell you to turn back.

The 15 K goes ALL THE WAY to the end, by Hunters point. Wait for the volunteer to turn you around. The motorcycles will go all the way with the 15K.

Backtrack, running in both directions on the river side. 

Left on Beardsley ( Cressy & Everett)

Left on Johnson St Bridge

Right on Elkhart Avenue

Right on the path  at the flagpole.

Follow the path around behind the YMCA

Go under the bridge on the path then

Left onto NIBCO parkway

Right on Elkhart Avenue

Right on Waterfall.

· NIBCO Ice Rink bathrooms 

· Cressy and Everett (approximately mile 2 and 4 on the 10K and 15K) on Greenleaf
