OLD BUSINESS
· Church Street Park field request update (Ben Miller)

· Nothing heard back yet from Mayor’s office

· Sent another email at the beginning of January specifically stating that we are not looking for funding from Kingston to renovate the field.  We just need to go-ahead to start the donation hunt.

· Back Mountain Futsal League update (Rob Bakewell)

· Games just started but initial observations are that it is well run in a nice facility.  Definite possibility for winter league next year

· Discussed options for 2013 winter session to be held locally and open to all soccer leagues hosted by Kingston Youth Soccer Club

· Talk with Director of Parks and Recreation about assuming control of Kingston Rec. indoor soccer and converting it to a Futsal league

· Look for different venues other than Kingston Recreational Center to run a winter Futsal league closer to home.  (to avoid winter travel to Penn State Lehman)

· Fall 2013 U13/U14 game play sizes to be voted by WVYSA during the January meeting.

· Keep the current game play at 11 players versus 11 players or take the size down to 8v8.

· We voted in November’s meeting that Kingston Soccer’s vote will be to keep the 11v11 format

·  No vote took place this past weekend by WVYSA.  Vote was pushed off to February due to several new presidents being elected by member clubs.

· Spring soccer registration update (Ben Miller)

· Issues with the online registration

· Lack of support from registration company with getting completion in a timely manner (normal completion time is 5 business day.  Already up to 10 business days and it’s still not ready)

· The spring registration is STILL NOT READY

· Another email was sent to the company stating our unhappiness and that it needs to be available starting tomorrow when registration is to open

· Jack will post flyers at the Kingston Rec. Center to announce our spring soccer signups.  Jack also submitted an advertisement to our local newspapers as well for our spring soccer registration.
NEW BUSINESS
· KYSA’s 501c status (Ben Miller)
· It was confirmed that KYSA’s 501c status is current and active.

· Brief explanation of 501c:  501c designates not for profit organizations as a charitable organization.  This designation allows corporations and companies to donate money to the charitable organizations and use it as a tax write off.  
· Asking for board members to come up with proposals on equipment, training, or other items which will benefit our club which we can itemize and prioritize to seek funding for

· Some immediate examples given:  professionally seeding or sodding the 3rd Ave field, new pennies, coach deck cards for U9 & up coaches

· The possibilities are endless.  But want to find funding for items individually for better accounting of expenditures.

· Our Sponsor Coordinator, Kelly Savage, will develop a document to send to companies to request funds

· Vote needs to be taken in February’s meeting as to who will manage the donations search.  Initially we asked Kelly to start the work.
· Kinston Youth Soccer Club’s Constitution (Ben Miller)
· A very old copy of our constitution/by-laws were found in the shed

· This was transposed into a word document which will be emailed to all board members for review

· Board members are to look for discrepancies on how we currently run the league to see if we need to go back to the original methods or to update portions of the by-laws

· Next meeting we will discuss these item by item and vote on actions

·  Amendments will be added and draft copy will be emailed for review

· Vote to accept draft as a valid, current document will take place in March’s meeting 

· Vote to post meeting minutes on our Facebook page (raised by Ben Miller)

· All were in agreement.  Meeting minutes will continue to be posted on our website but will be posted on our Facebook page as well.
