· Review and Acceptance of Prior Board Meeting Minutes

· Mary Stewart from the AZIOA was invited to attend the meeting and comment on complaints from referees regarding delinquent and nonpayment for games that they officiated.  The issue was discussed at length by the Board as they expressed their concern over the problem and explained that since the issue involved officials from the State Association the Board needed to intervene to evaluate the problem.  Mary explained that problems did exist but that AZIOA has since taken the necessary steps moving forward to restructure their current system.  Mary also assured the Board that all referees have received communication since the problem and everyone has received payment.  
· Treasurers Report: Reviewed budget vs actuals and where we are today.  The numbers show that registrations are down $22,585 compared to last year at $55K.  Taxes have been filed and annual documents for USA Hockey were sent.

· Coaching Report:  Larry Gibson reported that there is no new business, although he continues to receive calls from coaches asking if there is any extension to deadlines for coaching modules.  There was a brief discussion that we would adhere to the deadline and any coaches that are not at the right coaching level may not under any circumstances be on the bench.  It was further reiterated that temporary cards are not valid for age specific modules.   Everyone needs to monitor their own Association and respect the rules of USA Hockey and the specified deadline dates set.   Donnalee further reported that some coaches have completed their module but are not crossing over onto the USA Hockey database as having been complete due to a glitch in the system.  Until it is resolved, coaches need to call USA Hockey to make sure it has gone through and they are listed properly.
· Officiating Report: Bryan reported that since September, 200 evaluations have been conducted with an average of 30 per month.  Many have been evaluated more than 4 and 5 times.  Jon reported briefly about the Online Game Reporting System and reiterated that Officials still need to write their Game Misconducts and Match Penalties on the score sheet. The online reporting is just a supplemental to the Score Sheet.

· Registrars Report: Distributed registration data as of January 13. Showed at total of 4428 players registered statewide and 688 players still showing as unclaimed.  Donnalee reported that Mission and Flagstaff have sent in all of their birth certificates making everyone certified and verified.  Donnalee asked that every association, over the next couple of months, send her copies of every player’s birth certificates so that they can be put into the database.  Donnalee explained that by having every player put into the database, team managers should not be required to take hard copies of the birth certificates to any tournament.

· Disciplinary Committee:  Currently the Disciplinary Committee is working through building a process for reviewing Incident Reports and to establish a protocol for handling issues.  The Committee will be meeting to discuss how matters need to be addressed particularly with Match Penalties.  They will also look at how to deal with other matters such as inappropriate language.
Old Business:
· Finalize Dates and locations for State Player Development: The Boy’s 97-99 part 1 is set for Friday March 15& 16 at Arcadia and March 17th at Oceanside.  Boys 96 & Invitation Only Player Development Camp will be held March 29 and 30 at the Ice Den.  AZ Girls Player Development Camp is set for March 14-16 at Arcadia.  AZ Player Development Camp for Goalies Only will be held on March 17th at Oceanside.
· Finalize Dates and location of Tier II Championships:  Jon reported that he looked into getting the Jobing.com arena for March 10 since there is no Coyote game scheduled for that night.  He has requested four ice slots.  One for each of the Tier II Championships for U14 U16 and U18 and an ice slot for the Coyotes Alumni game with a select group of the state coach.  He also mentioned that we could tie it in with a fundraiser for the Coyotes Kids First Program.  Details are still being worked out as to whether we can get the ice donated or if we need to pay.  Second alternative would be to have it at the Ice Den.  Jon will get more information.  
· Update on Expiring background screening – what is each Association doing to get everyone in compliance:  A new list was distributed.  Every Association needs to be aware to make sure that none of the names on this list are individuals from their Association. 
· Follow up from Bryan on proposal to move to one statewide referee association:  Bryan reported that the committee met the previous week to assign roles and responsibilities.  The Committee is in the process of collecting and reviewing data and setting up the structure and timeline to bring to the Board for the next meeting.  The Committee plans to meet the 1st Monday of every month to develop policies to have in place by March and in April submit to the Board for approval and have everything finalized and in place by June before the start of the season.  Bryan also reported that the Committee has established a survey to get input from officials.
· Cross Ice Dividers:  Everyone has received.
· Rocky Mountain Girl’s Showcase next steps: Donnalee has not received information back that there are enough girls interested.  Jon will finalize at the USA Hockey Director’s meeting.  Currently tryouts are set for January 26th at Arcadia and the 27th at Oceanside.
· Follow up on Credentialing requirement for coaches – what are Associations doing to those coaches that don’t have their correct CEP or have completed their appropriate age specific modules: Directors were instructed to provide a list of coaches that are not in compliance with their age specific modules.  Donnalee reported that there were coaches who have been dropped from rosters.
New Business
· AAHA Administrator Update:  Michelle McBay reported that she has been working on reformatting the Policy and Procedures from the original document incorporating changes to the Policies that have been made to date.  She also has worked on gathering information for the USA Hockey’s annual report for the Association.  Additionally, she has worked on communicating with other Associations on their expiring Backgrounds as well as reviewing credentialing with each Association. 
· U12 nationals, do we want to schedule a U12 Arizona State Championship:  The Board briefly discussed and decided that they would not at this time since they have their own league.
· Set dates for Adult Championships:  Tentative dates are still set for June 10-15 at the Ice Den, Oceanside or Arcadia.  It was discussed having 2 consecutive weekends.  In the next 2 weeks Adam will check if there is ice time and report back by next BOD.  

· Rink Coordinator:  Board discussed having a rink coordinator at the Championship games.  Some members expressed concern over the additional expense and felt that it would just be a matter of having enough volunteers to assist.

· Request for the purchase of new laptop computer and printer for the State to be used by the Administrator:  Board discussed advantages of a new laptop and the need to have a State-owned computer that can also be used for records retention and be available for use when needed at tournaments.
