· Treasurers Report: Review and discussion of balance sheet and Profit and Loss.  Revenue is down at $-79K.  Significant money is coming in as registrations are received.

· Coaching Report:  Should have additional information after the USA Hockey meeting next month. USA Hockey may turn on age specific modules 1 month early.  Next Level 4 will be in Colorado Spring in September.  New coaching clinics will be posted end of June. 
· Registrars Report: Did not have report to distribute.  Report will be email to Board; however, member count is at 5,030 as of May 1st.
· Disciplinary Committee:  The James Emson reported that the Discipline Committee had their first meeting.  The DC discussed one issue involving a high school coach.  James reported that the DC will have a set meeting on the first and third Monday of each month to review match penalties.  If no issues are pending, meeting will be canceled.
Old Business:
· Update from Bryan on proposal to move to one statewide referee association:  Bryan addressed topics from last month’s meeting.
Questions regarding whether officials are considered employees or Independent Contractors - Officials would be considered Independent Contractors if they meet certain criteria as outlined by IRS rules.
Bryan had also been asked to reach out to all Associations that had not responded for their input and to identify their concerns.  Outcome of those discussions was that there are many more questions that need to be addressed.  There was further discussion by the group that communication within the current system needs to be improved as well as a greater focus on training and development of officials.  Next steps are to meet with USA Hockey at the upcoming meeting for their opinion.  Bryan was asked to continue to work with each Association for their input and answer any additional questions that they may have.  
Each Association was asked to get Bryan the number of USA Hockey games that they have for the year so that he can make a mock up projection of actual fees and how oversight of funds would be handled.
A suggestion was made to have another meeting with all officials in a town hall type setting the end of June.

It was also brought up to consider allocating additional funds to the budget for better training of officials.

· Update on Tender Letters – Tender Letter forms are available at Arcadia. 
· Response from Youth Council – Approved 10 games and 1 tournament after January 1st 2013 for Mites.  Emails should be sent to Michelle if your Association intends to play 10 games and a tournament. 
Discussed Play Up Rules – No U8 can play up to Squirts.  Group discussed possible changes to the policy.  Proposed changes must be submitted 10 days prior to the next Board meeting.
