PRO HOCKEY LIFE ASK THE SPECIALIST
Q. How often should my skates be sharpened?

A. There is no magic number, and you should be inspecting
your blades after each use looking for imperfections in the steel.
A nick or flat spot on the edge is the best indicator that it’s time
for a sharpening. Have a look at your edges for imperfections. Use a thin cloth to protect
your thumb. Next, carefully and slowly run your thumb down the blade to feel for any
imperfections your eyes may have missed. Lastly, when on the ice, if you feel that your
edges are not holding, it's time for a new set of edges.
