IAHA Meeting

September 7th, 2013

1. Continental Breakfast.

2. Cal to Order and Quorum: Meeting began at 9:10 a.m. and Tom Lampl reported that we had 20 votes at the table and on the phone, which is a quorum. 
3. Approval of Spring Meeting Minutes: Moved: Pat McMahon, Second: Scott Heusser: Motion passes unanimously.
4.  Association Reports: 

Idaho Steelheads: The Association has lost a lot of ‘99s and 00s over the last years two years. They will have two peewee teams, two squirt teams, a U-16 team and a U-19 team.

Idaho Ice World: Kevin Barns is the new General Manager for the arena. Ice World will be hosting the ADM symposium next weekend and adopted the USA Hockey Learn-to-Skate model. The rink has a new Zamboni and is working on a new dehumidifier. The association hosted a number of well-attended clinics this year. 

Sun Valley: Looking at 185 kids again this year. A lot of on ice and off ice workouts with Cody Lampl this summer. They will host Give Hockey a Try for Free in October and hope to host the HS state tournament on March 7-9th. 

McCall: The girls division is growing and McCall will do a U-19 team this year, although the team will mainly be composed of U-16 kits. McCall is looking for other U-19s to play with us to fill out upper end of that group. Rob from Steelheads said there are some 19 girls dangling without a team and looking for somewhere to play. McCall will engage in the USA Hockey 2+2, although it’s difficult to schedule time in the rink for the specific days USA Hockey wants.
CDAHA: Coeur d’Alene had a large changeover on the board, which is being restructured to spread the workload out. There will be one or two teams per division and about 140 players are anticipated to be returning this year. They plan to bring a bantam and midget team to state this year. They are working with Vince Hughes on the USA Hockey 2 and 2 program and they also plan to have coaches in Boise next weekend for the ADM symposium. 
Treasure Valley: They had 59 kids participate in the Russian Hockey School. The board has a new President, Vice President, and Treasurer. They plan to have four teams this year from squirts to midget U-16. They are looking at 60 players in total.  

Salmon: Salmon is expecting numbers similar to last year. They are in need of a size 13 goalie skate if anyone has one. 

IFYHA: Quiet summer


KYRO: Nothing new this summer.


CPHA: Working hard to complete the refrigeration project this fall. 

5. Presidents Report: I’m new and I will need your help, but looking forward to a good year. 

6. Treasurer’s Report:  No expenditures, little revenue coming in. Bank balance as of Aug 30th is $50,506. Rex is moving on and Mindy Renfro in Idaho Falls will take over the books at least on an interim basis. We still are looking for a treasurer but we aren’t desperate. After we close out this meeting and the ADM symposium the idea is to transition the books. We had a clean audit from USA Hockey last year. It is a very extensive audit. We have a clean set of books. We are in good shape financially.
7. Grants, National and IAHA: Rusty Joyner is not here. 

8. Registrar’s Report: Tom Lampl wanted to remind everyone, as per our vote last year, that he will not sign rosters without having all birth certificates verified. 
9. Coach-in-Chief’s Report: Introducing new CEP instructors—Kory Scoran in Boise and John Stevens in Sun Valley. Clinics will be scheduled after the ADM symposium next week.    

10. Referee in Chief’s Report: Seminar dates for officials: McCall, August 22nd, Boise, September 14th; Boise, Lewiston, Sept 15th; Boise, October 5th; Idaho Falls; October 12th; Sun Valley, October 26th; Salmon, November 16th. Moscow has not yet picked a date. 

The rule change years are now on a four year cycle. The progressive suspension rule will be mandated in 2014-2015, it will not be a rule this year, but next year. Half shield now required for all on ice officials. Boarding, charging, ad head contact minimum penalty is now minimum 2 and 10 min. misconduct. Called same way as checking from behind. Second misconduct in same game is now a game misconduct. Slew footing has been added to the tripping rule. Points of Emphasis: highlight fair play and respect, reducing intimidation, and zero tolerance for aggressive fouls, but more judgment for restraining fouls. Referees must be reminded to use IAHA’s incident report rather than a form from another association. 

11. Risk Manager’s Report: We have approximately 800 people screened. Most people are covered. Your screening is good for 3 years. Anyone who has a 2010 next to their name has to rescreen this year. We will have 200 to 250 people whose screens will lapse this year. I will get an updated list of registrars from Tom. If anyone wants the screened list, send me an e-mail, I will add you to the list. Explain to your people that if someone isn’t easily approved it’s probably because you have a common name they are being confused with someone else. Ask your folks to be patient, as it takes several weeks and we don’t want folks to fill out multiple forms. 

One other thing, foreign born folks don’t have an SSN there is no way to get them into our system. I can check local records to see and that may be the best way to do this.

12. Safe Sport Report: USA Hockey has teamed with the US Olympic committee to address serious issues regarding the safety of kids in sports. USA Hockey will be implementing this on a voluntary basis this year and it will be mandatory next year and will probably be tied to the screening program. 

The implementation involves taking the online training program on the USA Hockey Web site. It takes an hour and a half to two hours. It has up-to-date information on how to interact with players on social media, how to handle electronic devices in the locker rooms, emotional abuse, hazing, harassment, electronic communication, and travel policies. 

This training will protect our kids in hockey and it will protect our coaches from various risks inherent in managing youths at this time. We need to encourage our coaches to take this online training as soon as possible. 

Brad brought up the concern that our screening currently lasts 2 years, but we don’t 
count the year they are screened. The Safe Sport initiative requires screening every two years, but includes the year screened in that count. Do we need to bring our screening years in line with Safe Sport? 

Motion: IAHA moves to a two year screening process that includes the year you were screened. Moved: Jim DiSanza, Second: Buford Powell—Motion passes unanimously.

As your season starts up, let your folks know that this is coming at your associations. They are working on ways to do this as a group, but everyone could log into a computer at the same time, while it is shown on a single screen. One could do this by having everyone log on in a computer lab and mute their computer and have everyone watch the screen.

13. State Schedule: Schedules have come in from Idaho falls and Sun Valley. Those are the only two associations. Everyone else appears to have schedules completed and will send their schedule to Bobby for inclusion in the state’s schedule.  

Bev Hott noticed a conflict with the Steelheads with a midget tournament. January 24th through 26th. Boise will work with their scheduler on this issue. 

14. ADM Symposium: Two years ago, the IAHA voted to hold an ADM symposium hosted in the state and including several folks from USA Hockey to teach the seminar. We couldn’t pull it off then. When ADM was launched 3 years ago, a national symposium was held in Pittsburgh but the problem was we could only send one coach from Idaho. 

We wanted to be the first of the regional ADM symposia with a lot of on-ice training and limited, but informative classroom material presented. We have scheduled this for next weekend at Ice World and right now have 12 people registered. The cost is $40 and for coaches who need a CEP clinic this year, the ADM symposium will count. Mark Tabrum and Ken Martel are coming from the national office to put on the symposium. 

Tom Lampl said this isn’t about selling ADM. It’s about the nuts and bolts of getting the implemented at your association. This is the first time this has been tried at this level.

IAHA has agreed to defray the travel costs of participants with the $4,000 to $5,000 we have left over after paying clinic expenses. We will funnel money back into the organization of the folks who participated and they can use it to defray costs. Each association will submit for a reimbursement based on the number of coaches who attended. 

Motion: Re reimburse each out of town participant $150, which will be sent to their association, and dispersed to individual coaches from there. Moved: Bev Hott, Second: John Schultz—Motion passes unanimously. 
15. Girls Hockey in Idaho: John Schultz asked the IAHA to consider what it can do to grow girls hockey in the state. The group discussed ways to grow girls hockey. One thing that was discussed is putting on a girls hockey festival, in, for example, Boise, where all the girls in the state could be pooled for the weekend and teams divided up any way that insured strong competition. The festival could count as a house games. 
Another idea is to register an Idaho team that is not connected to any association that could participate in various festivals, jamborees, tournaments, etc. 

Another idea is to have a girls festival in the state paid for by IAHA. 

Other ideas include more free equipment for girls to try the sport. 

A subcommittee of Sarah Benson, John Schultz, and Mike Lehto has been formed to plan for the growth of the game in Idaho and what IAHA can do to support that growth.  

16. Old Business

a. Play-up policy: Tom Lampl is concerned about what he has seen in other parts of the country, wherein the vast majority of a team is made up of kids playing-up and age division. In the past, we use to have a policy where kids could play up one division. Recently, that was amended to say that kids can play up only one year (only the second year in their division). There are a lot of problems across the US where people are basically having whole groups of mites playing up as a team. Tom suggested limiting the number of kids who could play-up on any single team. 

A committee of Tom Lampl, Kory Scoran, Buford Powell and Scott Housted has been appointed to look at all aspects of the IAHA play-up policy. 
b. Player Development Camp: Jim’s plans to bring in an off-ice training coach, similar to what is done at the Rocky Mountain Development Camp, to put kids through a series of off-ice tests and workout plans at the next camp. tiative to bring in off-ice training coach similar to what’s done at the RMD camp. 
There is a conflict between the camp and Compete Hockey Academy’s tournament schedule. Mike explained the waiver process. 
There was a lengthy discussion about the player selection process, parents perceptions of the selection process, and the relative balance between a selection camp and a development camp. 

Jim agreed to provide more information to parents about how selections are typically conducted. He will also spend more time talking with the participants about what is working and what improvement can be made to the camp. 

Tom Lampl volunteered to put on a brief seminar for parents about “Careers in Hockey” at this year’s camp. 
There was a discussion about blackout dates and the Compete Hockey Academy. Motion: IAHA waives blackout dates for the Player Development Camp and the State Tournament for the Tier I team, Compete Hockey Academy. Moved: Vince Hughes, Second: Bev Hott—Motion passes unanimously. 
Another discussion took place regarding KYRO’s bantam and midget teams. Motion: KYRO’s bantam and midget teams are exempted from the waiver rule for the state association tournament. Moved: Vince Hughes, Second: Bev Hott—Motion passes, 17 in favor, 3 opposed. 

c. Concussion Baseline Test: Our license has expired. Motion: Renew the Impact license for another year. Moved: John Schultz, Second: Jeff Wolsey—Motion passes, 16 in favor, 0 against, 1 abstention. 
d. Grow the Game: Todd Cunningham has volunteered to be the Growth Coordinator for the state.  

e. State High School Tournament: Sarah Benson asked that the Sun Valley Youth Hockey Association be the host city for this season’s state high school tournament. The ice will cost $6,770 and referees will cost $125 per game. There will be one security guard for day games and two for night games. Lodging will run from $89 a night to $140 a night.   
Moved: Sun Valley will host the state high school tournament in 2014. Moved: Jim DiSanza, Second, Rob Dumas—Motion passes unanimously.  
17. New Business

CDAHA brought up the possibility of bringing their midget team down as a B team. Although no vote was taken, the strong consensus was that this was inappropriate. 

Motion: May meeting in Salmon on May 17th at 10:00 a.m.  Motion passes unanimously.
