TODAY’S GAME
The U.S. faces Russia at Malmo Isstadion (capacity: 5,140) in the quarter-
finals of the 2014 IIHF World Junior Championship. Today’s winner faces 
the winner of Sweden/Slovakia in the semifinals on Saturday (Jan. 4).
	 Team USA finished Group A in second place with a record of 3-0-0-
1 (W-OTW-OTL-L). Russia (2-0-0-2) placed third in Group B, beating 
Norway (11-0) and Switzerland (7-1) before losing to Finland (4-1) and 
Sweden (3-2).
	 At the 2013 IIHF World Junior Championship, Team USA won the gold 
medal, while Russia earned the bronze medal.
	 In the U.S., the game will be televised live on NHL Network (DirecTV 
215, Dish 477) and streamed live on NHL.com. It will also be re-aired at 
7 p.m. on NHL Network.

TEAM USA IN THE PLAYOFFS
- The playoff format was adopted for the IIHF World Junior 
Championship beginning in 1996. The U.S. has qualified for the 
playoffs 17 out of 19 years, including 14 of the last 15 tourna-
ments. From 1977-95, teams played each other once in a round 
robin format and medals were awarded based on final standings. 
- The U.S. has won six of its last seven quarterfinal games and is 7-5 
all-time in the round.
- Team USA is 4-7 in semifinals, 2-5 in bronze medal games and 3-1 in 
gold medal games.

THE SERIES VS. RUSSIA
- The U.S. trails in the all-time series vs. Canada, 5-0-0-9-0 (W-OTW-
OTL-L-T). Series game-by-game history available on page 5.
- In last year’s tournament, Russia won a preliminary round meeting, 2-1.
- Team USA’s last win was three games ago (3-2) on Dec. 29, 2007.
- In the playoffs, the U.S. is 0-4, including a quarterfinal loss in 2002.

LAST GAME: USA 2, CANADA 3
Riley Barber and Stefan Matteau scored, yet Team USA lost its pre-
liminary round finale to Canada. Barber opened the scoring with a 
shorthanded goal at 3:29 of the second period. Canada knotted the 
score at 12:19. Canada seized a 3-1 lead with goals at 3:54 and 6:13 
(power play) of the third period. Matteau tallied at 17:15, but the U.S. 
could not score the equalizer. Jon Gillies  posted 21 saves.

CONSISTENT CONTRIBUTORS
Four players have notched a point in all four games. Captain Riley Bar-
ber has a goal each game and five points (4-1) overall. Nic Kerdiles 
has six points, (1-5), which ties for the team lead. Will Butcher (2-3--5) 
and Hudson Fasching (2-2--4) have also factored into the scoring every 
game.

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SCORING DEPTH
In the preliminary round, 18 Americans had 
a point, including all 13 forwards. Twelve 
players have recorded a goal, led by Riley 
Barber, who has four markers, and Vince 
Hinostroza, who has three. Team USA’s 
points leaders are Matt Grzelcyk (2-4--
6) and Nic Kerdiles (1-5--6). Four oth-
ers have fi ve points: Riley Barber (4-1), 
Hinostroza (3-2), Will Butcher (2-3) and 
Andrew Copp (0-5).

OLYMPIC FUTURE
Twenty of the 25 players named to the 
2014 Olympic Men’s Ice Hockey Team 
yesterday competed in an IIHF World Ju-
nio Championship.

OFFENSE FROM DEFENSE
In four games, Team USA’s defensemen 
have contributed six goals and 11 assists. 
Matt Grzelcyk is the tournament’s top 
scoring defenseman with six points (2-

4). He’s also tied for Team USA’s lead in 
points. Will Butcher has fi ve points (2-3). 
Connor Carrick has three helpers. 
 Last year, the U.S. defense corps potted 
10 goals and added 19 assists en route to 
the gold medal in Ufa, Russia.

POWER PLAY PROFICIENCY
Team USA leads the tournament in power-
play goals (11) and power-play percent-
age (.500, 11-for-22). The U.S. had tallied 
at least two power-play goals per game 
before going 0-for-3 against Canada. Of 
Team USA’s 21 goals, 11 have occurred 
while on the power play.
The U.S. led the 2013 tournament with 12 
power-play goals and was fourth in power-
play effi ciency (29.3%, 12-for-41).

PENALTY KILL PROGRESSING
The U.S. penalty killers stopped 4-of-5 
power plays against Canada to improve 
their success rate to 73.3%.
 Last year, the U.S. penalty kill led the 
tournament with a success rate of 89.3% of 
chances (25-for-28).

GILLIES GROOVE
Jon Gillies ranks fi fth in the tournament 
in goals against average (2.35) and save 
percentage (.910). Four of the seven goals 
against have been on the power play.

FACEOFF FORTUNES
Team USA has won 157-of-281 faceoffs 
(55.9%) in three games. Andrew Copp 
has won 60.5% of his draws (46-30), which 
ranks eighth in the tournament. Addition-
ally, Jack Eichel (34-26), Dan O’Regan 
(19-16) and Nic Kerdiles (15-13) are over 
50%.

THE C STANDS FOR CENTER
After spending the fi rst two games of the 
tournament at left wing, Nic Kerdiles 
moved to center against Germany with 
Dan O’Regan out. Kerdiles has played 
the entire regular season at center for head

HEAD COACH DON LUCIA

Don Lucia is serving as head coach of the 
U.S. National Junior Team for the fi rst time.
 In his 27th season as a head men’s ice 
hockey coach at the NCAA Division I level, 
Lucia’s 634 wins rank fourth all-time among 
active coaches. He has won two national titles 
(Minnesota-2002, 2003) and his teams have 
averaged nearly 24 victories per season.
 Lucia has had a variety of U.S. coaching 
positions. In August 2012, he was a camp 
coach at the U.S. National Junior Evalua-
tion Camp in Lake Placid, N.Y. In 1996, he 
served as head coach of the U.S. Select-16 
Team in a series vs. Finland. In 1995, he was 
the head coach of Team West at the United 
States Olympic Festival in Denver, and later 
that year was an assistant coach for the U.S. 
Men’s Select Team that competed for the 
Tampere Cup in Finland.
 Lucia has been the head men’s ice hockey 
coach at the University of Minnesota since 
the 1999-2000 season, winning national titles 
in 2002 and 2003, and guiding the Gophers 
to two other Frozen Four appearances (2005, 
2012).
 From 1993-99, he was at the helm of the 
Colorado College program, which he took to 
a pair of NCAA Frozen Fours (1996, 1997). 
Lucia began his head-coaching career in 1987 
at the University of Alaska Fairbanks, where 
he stayed until 1993.
 Lucia’s fi rst coaching stint came as an 
assistant coach at the University of Alaska 
Fairbanks (1981-85). He also served two sea-
sons as an assistant coach at the University of 
Alaska Anchorage (1985-87).
 A native of Grand Rapids, Minn., Lucia 
played collegiately at the University of Notre 
Dame (1977-81).
 Lucia and his wife, Joyce, have two daugh-
ters, Alison and Jessica, as well as two sons, 
Tony and Mario. Tony played hockey at the 
University of Minnesota from 2006-10. Ma-
rio is a sophomore forward at the University 
of Notre Dame and was a member of the 2013 
U.S. National Junior Team that won the gold 
medal. Lucia also became a grandfather in the 
summer of 2011. The Lucia family makes its 
home in Plymouth, Minn.

U.S. National Junior Team that won the 
gold medal.

CAPTAIN AMERICA
Riley Barber is serving as captain of Team 
USA, while Andrew Copp and Matt 
Grzelcyk are the alternate captains. A year 
ago, Barber helped the U.S. National Ju-
nior Team capture the gold medal at the 
2013 IIHF World Junior Championship 
in Ufa, Russia. He contributed three goals 
and three assists. Barber, Copp and Grzel-
cyk were teammates on the U.S. squad 
that won the gold medal at the 2012 IIHF 
Men’s Under-18 World Championship in 
Brno, Czech Republic.

WELCOME BACK
Forwards Riley Barber and Ryan Hart-
man, as well as goaltender Jon Gillies 
were members of the 2013 U.S. National 
Junior Team that won the gold medal in 
Ufa, Russia. Barber contributed three 
goals, which tied for third on Team USA, 
and three assists for six points. Hartman 
tallied two goals and an assist. Gillies was 
the backup netminder to John Gibson for 
the U.S., stopping all seven shots he faced 
in 20 minutes of action.

TEAM BUILDING
Sixteen of the 24 players on the U.S. National 
Junior Team roster were members of USA 
Hockey’s National Team Development Pro-
gram. Additionally, Dan O’Regan played 
the final part of the 2011-12 with the U.S. 
National Under-18 Team.

MEDAL SUCCESS
The United States captured its third gold 
medal at the 2013 IIHF World Junior 
Championship. Team USA has finished 
atop the podium in three of the last 10 tour-
naments. During that span, the U.S. also 
won a pair of bronze medals in 2007 and 

2011.

	 In the 37-year history of the IIHF World 
Junior Championship, Team USA has 
garnered eight medals (3 gold, 1 silver, 4 
bronze).

GOLD MEDAL PEDIGREE
The United States has won four of the last 
five IIHF Men’s Under-18 World Cham-
pionships. Six players on the 2014 U.S. 
National Junior Team roster helped Team 
USA to the silver medal at the 2013 IIHF 
Men’s Under-18 World Championship, in-
cluding Will Butcher, Thatcher Demko, 
Jack Eichel, Hudson Fasching, Tyler 
Motte and Steve Santini. Eleven players 
were gold medalists at the 2012 IIHF Men’s 
Under-18 World Championship, includ-
ing Riley Barber, Will Butcher, Connor 
Carrick, Andrew Copp, Tommy DiPauli, 
Matt Grzelcyk, Ryan Hartman, Nic Ker-
diles, Dan O’Regan, Quentin Shore and 
Brady Skjei. Kerdiles was also a member 
of the U.S. team that won the 2011 IIHF 
Men’s Under-18 World Championship.
