Old Business

Update on one referee organization.  Have contracts been received from all Associations.  If not, what penalties should be imposed on those Associations that have not complied?  Bryan sent out an email requesting associations send in their contracts; Bryan reported that he received some pricing or a copy of the contract.  Bryan will take the information he has and put together an average pricing; information will be provided at the March meeting.  
Update of Safe Sport, CEP, Modules and Background Screening compliance from each Association:  Herb reported that everyone should be in compliance with SafeSport and Background Screening that is required to have it. 

State Credential List has been posted on line.  Have all non-Compliant people on the list been suspended from all Associations?  Michelle reported that a tab has been added to the AAHA website and is current as of today.  Jim encouraged everyone to make sure that each association is enforcing penalties within their own organizations.
Recap from Feb 3rd Committee Meeting to form an Arizona State league for all travel programs and when is the next meeting scheduled for?  Brendan Shaw reported that committee met and discussed ideas.   They are taking information from CAHA and will come up with a concept to bring back to board; discussed doing a preseason tournament; next meeting is to be determined.  
Update on Corporation Commission Annual Report-AAHA. We are in good standing for 2014.
Update on Referee Back Ground Screening Issue; deferred until next meeting.
Status on new policies approved by the Board – when will these be distributed and posted to the website:  Michelle and Geoff will be working together on finalizing the Tier policy.  Michelle will get the new policy incorporated into the main policy document and have it posted online by the end of the month.
Plan to hire a new Independent Contractor to fill the AAHA Admin position – Michelle’s last day is February 28 and she will need to turn in all state equipment and files:  Jim Rogers asked if anyone knew people they could  refer to fill Administrator position; Michelle will send out a copy of the job description to the board; Jon asked Rae Briggs to send out an announcement through USA Hockey.
