New Business:
a)  Application update – Moran

b)  Rules Committee Report – D’Allesandro reported the committee was reviewing many of the current rules but that no decisions or recommendations have been made to date.  

c)  Softballs for the 2015 season:  D’Allesandro
Researched the 44 Core 375 Tattoo composite ball.  This is the ball that is used in tournament play, it has longer flight and will not become cut or mushy.
Motion made by McCluskey that all divisions use the 44 Core 375 composite ball for the 2015 season.
 Motion Seconded by Hession.

It should be noted that using this ball will reduce the warranty and may cause damage on ASA bats made in the last 2 years.  Chance of injury is also increased.  

Motion amended by McCluskey: restrict recommended the (44 core 375) synthetic ball be restricted to Division 1 only.

Motion seconded by D’Allesandro.

Amendment passed without dissent.

Original motion now reads: Adopt the 44 Core 375 Tatoo synthetic ball for use during the 2015 season for Division #1 only.
Motion passed without dissent.
Motion by Annesi: Divisions 2 and 3 use the 52 core 300 synthetic ball and remove all restrictions on bats.

Motion passed with 1 dissent
