However, the school is not 
allowed to pay for your 
parent's visit too.  All 
expenses are for the student-
athlete.  PSAs are only 
allowed to take five official 
visits total to different 
colleges.  It is also very 
important that you have taken 
your (TEST) and complete 
your online registration at:
