· Background Screening / Safe Sport Report

· Meeting Colorado Springs…number of incidents happen across the country locker room incidents…no locker room monitors or poor policies that weren’t followed.  Local association is going to be tasked with someone who will be assigned for each team for locker room policy.  USAH policy head coach responsible someone has to be immediate vicinity…someone inside, 2 people locker room screened background check. A lot at Peewee age level bullying, hazing, cell phones, taking inappropriate pictures. Is it required at all levels (Brendan asked) Herb said yes.
· SS training..2 year certification, when does it expire.  No coach should have any interaction with team until SS completed.  PA passed a law background screening misdemeanor if interact with kids and not background screen.  August 31st or September 1st.  Is the date going to change for this season as those who did in 2013 are good until 2015...hoping to get an answer by Thursday.  Database for registrars are being revamped.  SS will also have access to start pulling our own lists. Thinking about adding Refs as well but now just coaching staff.  May not take registration without SS certificate.

Advertising that you are having an A team driving people away from actually wanting to try out.  Create standard of how we want to call them, A, B, C, Color or Coaches names, especially try out seasons.  Team Blue playing in AAA elite league so you can have leagues saying they have AAA up to Peewee and then Bantam they don’t because they don’t meet the criteria for it.  Have to have a legend as to what that means, what is Team 1, what is Team 2, if we created guidelines what does that mean…1 times a week, 20 games, 2 times a week, 40 games etc…
