What are your specific needs for next year?

Are you recruiting other players in my position for next year?

Do you recruit junior college transfers?

Red shirting - Will it take 5 years to graduate? Will I receive priority scheduling as
an athlete?

How important is baseball to this school?

Scholarships- Do they have a full compliment if they are D-1? How is it renewed
and what happens with an injury? Early signing period vs. April 1. Is there room for
increased money? 5" year?

Coaching staff - Who are they? What is their experience? Will they remain there for
a any length of time? What is the coaching staff’s reputation for developing players?
Where can they take your ability? How many former players have been drafted or
signed to play pro ball? Do you have a team philosophy? Coaches goal vs.
Universities goal?

Can you help place players in summer collegiate leagues?

Do you travel by cars, vans, bus, or airplanes?

Travel - Do you take a spring trip? How many players travel? Anything exciting for
the next couple years?

Typical practice session- Fall, Spring? How many hours do you practice daily?
What are your indoor facilities like?

Outdoor complex- How does it stack up- playing surface, locker rooms, seating,
cages, lights, dugout, etc.
