Parent Meeting Agenda - EXAMPLE
Introduction:

Introduce Coaches, Team Rep/Manager(s), ACE Coordinator, Parents and Players
Information & Forms Needed:  Team Rep will coordinate
· Contact information – parent names, phone numbers and e-mail addresses (include primary & secondary for both).  Email is primary form of communication.
· MYHA Player Code of Conduct (2 copies) – player read, sign and return to Team Rep; keeps 2nd copy.
· MYHA Parent(s) Code of Conduct (2 copies) – parent read, sign and return to Team Rep; keeps 2nd copy.
· Birth Annotations – birth certificates may be needed if Team Rep Coordinator doesn’t have from previous season
· USA Hockey Consent to Treat - complete, sign and return to Team Rep
· Collect team slush fund $100 - $150:  for tournament fees, non parent coach expenses and party costs
· If you’re planning a vacation during the season, please communicate this with the Team Rep as it is helpful when planning for tournaments.

Practice / General:  Head Coach
Goal is to improve hockey skills, knowledge and to HAVE FUN

· If your child needs a ride to a game or practice – e-mail or call and someone can help get your child there.
· Contact the Team Rep and Coaches if your child won’t be at practice.
· Per USA Hockey, two adults are required in the locker rooms at all times at all levels (U6-Bantam).  If you’re at the rink for practice, please stay in the locker room with another adult or outside the door if you’re the only adult, until the coaches arrive.

Info below is suggested per ACE Coordinator & USA Hockey for Levels U6 – Peewee)

· All players (U6-Peewee) will play all positions throughout the year.  They will play a position for 1-2 weeks to become comfortable at that position.  
· More switching of positions the first half of the season.
· Second half of season and for tournaments, the positions will be more stable.  
· In practice, the players will work at the positions they will be playing that week(s).
· Goalies (U6-Peewee) - all players willing to play goalie will play goalie.  We are not going to force anyone to play goalie but we will encourage it.  The goalie will play goalie for the entire weekend. 
· Players must wear mouth guards (Peewee and Bantam).  Optional for Squirts and under.
· No game jerseys or socks will be worn for practice

· Bring a dark and light jersey to practice so it is easier to separate players for scrimmage OR we may use MYHA practice jerseys.  

· We will have occasional dry-land practices to help with conditioning and positioning.
· If you have concerns or issues, please talk to the coach, Team rep, or ACE.  We want to make this fun for everyone and help the players improve on and off the ice.  
Games:
· If you cannot make a game please contact the Team Rep at least 1 day in advance.  The sooner the better. 

· Travel distance for games (1 hour at most)

· Games start in November

· Parents will be scheduled to help at home and away games.

· Home:  running the scoreboard, completing the score sheet, handling penalty box including tallying shots on goal, and monitoring the locker room.
· Away:  handling penalty box including tallying shots on goal and monitoring the locker room.

· Always bring BOTH Home and Away jerseys and socks to the games.

· Please be at the rink 45 minutes before game time.  This gives players time to warm-up as a team and dress.  Players should be ready to go on the ice 30 minutes before game time.  The coaches need to have 20-30 minutes before the games to meet with the team in the locker room for “Chalk Talk”.  No parents in locker room at this time.
· Parents are expected to behave appropriately in the stands.  Representing MYHA and McFarland.

· Stats will be kept on the MYHA website and Region 4 websites per coach’s recommendation.
Tournaments:

· Clarify approx distance the team willing to travel
· Discuss and vote # of tournaments

· 1 local
· 1 - 2 away/out of area (hotel stay usually required)
· Region 4 playoff, within Dane County

· State tournament, if qualify
