Please play your part by observing CPSC’s Code of Conduct for adults at all times...

I will:

e Remember that children play FOR FUN

e Applaud effort and good play as well as success

e  Always RESPECT the decisions of referees, even if | do not agree with them

e Remain outside the field of play and within designated areas for spectators where
provided

e Allow the coach to do his/her job and not confuse the players by telling them what to do
e Encourage the players to respect the opposition and the referees
e Avoid criticizing PLAYERS for making a mistake... mistakes are PART OF LEARNING

e Avoid criticizing REFEREES for making a mistake... most of our referees are under 18
years of age, and mistakes are PART OF LEARNING

e Never engage in or tolerate offensive, insulting, or abusive language or behavior

e Never engage in bullying behavior towards other spectators, players, coaches, or
referees
