players,	
  seven	
  year	
  olds	
  are	
  permiOed	
  to	
  play	
  if	
  they	
  have	
  completed	
  a	
  
season	
  of	
  coach	
  pitch.	
  Nine	
  years	
  par<cipa<ng	
  in	
  their	
  first	
  season	
  or	
  
looking	
  to	
  improve	
  their	
  fundamentals	
  are	
  placed	
  in	
  the	
  division	
  to	
  
prepare	
  them	
  for	
  kid	
  pitch.	
  Teams	
  are	
  organized	
  by	
  league	
  age,	
  
neighborhood	
  and	
  school	
  aOendance	
  when	
  possible.

  and	
  players	
  during	
  the	
  second	
  half.	
  No	
  
scores	
  are	
  kept	
  but	
  at	
  this	
  level	
  outs	
  are	
  recorded	
  with	
  three	
  ending	
  
each	
  half	
  inning.	
  On	
  defense	
  each	
  team	
  will	
  have	
  ten	
  (10)	
  defensive	
  
posi<ons.	
  In	
  addi<on	
  to	
  the	
  exposure	
  in	
  the	
  second	
  half	
  of	
  the	
  season	
  
to	
  pitching	
  and	
  hiKng	
  kid	
  pitching	
  the	
  fundamentals	
  of	
  baseball	
  are	
  
reinforced
