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                 STOPPING RUNAWAY RECREATIONAL GAMES

Policy Statement: 

Legacy recreational coaches will follow specific guidelines for stopping runaway recreational games.

Summary:

Legacy has identified the need for a policy to stop runaway recreational games. Legacy identifies any game with a 4-point difference as a runaway game.  

Policy:

When a recreational team scores enough goals to create a 4-point difference, the coaches will implement the following strategies starting with #1.  Age levels that do not keep score will implement the following when an estimated 4-point difference occurs.

1. Coach of the team that is ahead will adjust the player line-up to slow the tempo of the game and move the strong players out of scoring position.

2.   Coach of the team that is behind will add 1 player to the field.

3.   If the team that is ahead scores again, the team that is behind can add another player.

4.   If the team that is ahead continues to add to the score, either coach should come to the board table to get a Legacy staff member to help remedy the situation.

At anytime the losing team gains enough points to change the 4-point difference, the teams should adjust the changes to keep the game competitive.

Coaches unwilling to follow this policy will be called to explain themselves to the Legacy Board of Directors.
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ADDENDUM

When a Legacy Recreational Team falls within the criteria below they will be placed one age level up for the following Legacy Recreational season that their team plays.   For example, if the last season they played was the winter recreational season and they didn’t play spring then this policy would apply in the next season they play whether it be Fall, Winter, or the following year spring.

Legacy Team will be moved up one age group if:

*The recreational team had 40% of their season games with a 5 + goal differential for that season and they have a minimum of 50% returning players from previous season’s roster.

Once that team is moved up one age division they will remain in that age level up as long as they maintain a 35% winning season and 50% of their previous season’s roster.    If the team falls below either of those two listed criteria then the team will be moved back to their age level for the following season.
