We are fielding three teams at 10U, at least one and maybe two at 12U, one team at 14U and one team at 16U. We are a few players short for the second 12U team, so we have reached out to neighboring communities to fill the roster. 
Baseball- Mike Magnuson has resigned as co-commissioner. I would like to recognize his generous contributions of time and talent, among other things (pizza, beverages, etc) to MHAA baseball and thank him for his many years of service. Larry Morse will continue with MHAA baseball to help transition to new leadership. The baseball committee will meet in the next week to put for a candidate(s) for new leadership. Traveling baseball tryouts will take place in September. More details to follow as soon as the baseball committee meets.
