Secretaries Report

Board meeting minutes – Tom Bye made a motion to accept the minutes of April Meeting.  Second by Curt. 








MOTION PASSED

Kent reported that he continuing to work with Mark Bina to maintain the web site.  A new In house page has been added.  Patti Jo asked that the minimum age of 8 yrs be posted.   

Patty Schneider had contacted the President regarding the position of team/player photos on the internet as safety concern.  Kent responded that the current policy is not to include any player names or contact information (ie no names visible on Jerseys or captions).  The board discussed the likelihood of legal aspects, since we are not profiting from use of the images.  Patti Jo suggested the Association at its annual meeting could take up the matter.  Tom Bye questioned whether the issue was of true concern.   Patti Jo agreed to work with Patty S. do draft a bylaw resolution.

Kent asked for clarification regarding publishing of team rosters in the next newsletter.  Tom H. surveyed the Board members at the meeting and no one opposed to listing of rosters.

Treasurers Report

John W. was not present to reviewed MVSA’s financial status.  Tom reported that there was nothing pressing.

Traveling Program Update 

Tom H. reported that he had communicated with Frank R. and that there are no issues requiring board attention.  All teams are set.

Frank asked that we clarify to coaches that varsity and JV players should not be practicing with summer teams prior to the completion of the high school season.  Due to the risk of injury. 

Player Development 

Patti Jo reported that the second mailing was sent out.  Next mailing would be a postcard.  A decision as to whether to send this has not been made.  

Currently the outlook is for 4 teams.  Currently 17 players are registered.  Would like to name coaches as soon as possible, preferably before the Spring Fling clinic.

Keys to RCF facilities are need for the I-house program.  Wayne indicated that several keys are still out from last year.  Patti Jo is to follow up on these.  Wayne asked that he get a list of equipment need for the Spring Fling. 

Fields & Umpires

Curt reported that he has been paying umpires for 10U games the same rate as double headers at other ages even thought on only play one 65 minute game.  No opposition was voiced. 

Concessions
Tom Bye reported that there are currently water problems in the concessions stand.  The hot water heater is being repaired and should be ready to go on Monday.  He has added a popcorn machine and nacho machine to concessions for use this year.  Equipment is on loan at no cost.

Equipment

Wayne reported that the dugout covers have been installed, but need to have a more permanent method for attachment.  Screens to go up this week in time for the tournament.  Total cost of project is $7,200.  He will be working with the treasurer and city to finalize a written document stating the acceptance of this capital improvement in place of a cash payment this year.

Pitching rubbers are needed at the 10U distance.  Wayne will check on a more permanent solution.  Perhaps a rubber with post like the bases.

Wayne will be asking Webber electric to assess the current electrical system at RCF to see what is possible.  Lighting for the Flag pole is another ongoing need.

Tom H. mentioned the need for better security of concessions funds and suggested a drop safe.  Tom Bye will look into costs.

Tom H. also questioned the need for liability insurance for Board members.  Curt Kruse will check and update the Board on costs.

Misc Business

Wayne asked that we think about dates for Fall registration.  Kent will look at calendar and make suggestions.
