PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Jim McPeak-
Mr. Graham and Mr. Friedle presented the board with statistics from the NGIN website regarding registration numbers and retention for the previous 5 years.  The trend shows approximately 25 fewer players per season over the last 5 years.  Resulting in about a 125 drop in registrations.  Concerns have been raised regarding the number of skaters pulled from the SM program to support numbers in RYHA.  There are currently 45 SM aged players in the SQ program.  This number would support the decrease in players on the yearly trend from Termites to SM. A recommendation was made to bring these concerns to the appropriate Committee (Hockey Advisory) to present to the board answers to these concerns.  

The number of Goalies in the RYHA program was discussed.  The lack of players choosing to be goalie is reported down on a national youth level and RYHA is currently dealing with this problem.  Discussion was had in regards to how our association can support and develop goalies.  RYHA currently has ice times for goalies and will once again encourage any player interested in trying it out to attend these skates.
