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· This is a Community-Based tournament

· 75% of your roster must be players from the same school district 
· Rosters must be turned in before the 1st game

· Birth certificates must be in possession of the manager at all times

· Teams must provide insurance

· 3 game guarantee

· $400 per team

· May 1st is birthday cut-off for players 
· We supply baseballs and umpires
· Exact tournament format to be determined by number of teams entered
· We will play by Nation’s Baseball Rules 
· Games will be 6 innings (time permitting)
· In all games except the championship, no inning will begin after 1:50 from start of game.  Ties will be recorded as ties during pool play, and we will use extra innings for bracket play.
· Distances for 11u will be 50/70 
· No pitcher can exceed 4 innings per game, 8 innings per day, or 12 innings total.  Penalty:  If one pitch over the limit is thrown and is caught on the field by the umpire or either coach during or immediately following the game, the game will be declared a forfeit and recorded a final score of 8-0.  Once the official pitching record is signed by the umpire as official, the outcome of the game will stand. 
· Unlimited defensive substitutions, however once the pitcher leaves the mound, he cannot re-enter the game as a pitcher

· Home team decided by coin flip in pool play, highest seeded team will be home team in bracket play.

· Seeds will be determined by 1) Record, 2) Head to Head, 3) Run differential, (capped at 8 runs per game), 4) Runs allowed, 5) coin flip.  Note: Head to Head ONLY applies in a two way tie.  If three or more teams are tied, we will skip head to head and go to run differential
· The game will be considered a mercy when one team is leading by 15 runs after 4 innings, 12 runs after 5 innings, or 9 runs after 6 innings
· Protesting a game is not permitted

· Leadoffs, steals, and dropped third strike rules are in play 
· Balks will be called at the discretion of the umpire and discussed prior to the game.  If teams cannot agree, all balks will be called at the umpires discretion

· A courtesy runner may be used for your catcher only with two outs.  The player who made the last out will be the runner

· Intentional walks may be declared by the pitcher with no pitches being thrown

· Players can be on multiple rosters, but not in the same age group
· If a game is called due to rain, darkness, field conditions, or other acts of God and cannot be resumed, it is an official game if:

a) In a Six Inning game, if three innings have been completed or if the home team has scored more runs in two and one-half innings than the visiting team has scored in three innings.

b) In a Seven Inning game, if four innings have been completed or if the home team has scored more runs in three and one-half innings than the visiting team has scored in four complete innings.

c) Games that have progressed beyond the inning limits stated in a) or b) above will also be declared official providing the same criteria has been met.

d) All other games not meeting the criteria of a, b or c above will be treated as a suspended game.

e) Clarification to above: For a game to be considered complete and official the home team must receive an equal number of at bats if trailing in the game regardless of what inning the game is in.

· A team may start the game with only 8 players, any less and it is declared a forfeit. Also, an out will be recorded each time the ninth batting position is reached and there is no player to bat. If a ninth player shows, he must be inserted in the last spot in the batting order. A team that starts with 9 may end up with 8 provided there are no eligible substitutes on the bench. If a player is ejected from a game or leaves the game for any purpose other than injury or illness and his spot cannot be filled with an eligible bench player, an out will be recorded every time that spot in the order is due to bat. (This included a player having to leave early for another commitment) A spot vacated due to injury or illness that cannot be filled with an eligible player will be skipped when that spot is due to bat without penalty.
· Refunds will be as follows:  No games played $300 refund.  One game played – $200 refund.  Two games played – no refund.  Partial games played constitute games played for refunds.
