17. SHSAA Discussion Topics - Classifications

· Thoughts from QVDA

· 1) 9’s should be included in the overall numbers since they are eligible to play

· 2) Support using school numbers for classifications

· 3) Volleyball and Basketball should be classified the same

· 4) Taking gender out of the classification numbers is a proactive move regarding gender issues

· 5) If classifications are reduced consider awarding medals to advancing teams at Conference and Regional play. With less teams advancing to Provincials the Conference and Regional Championships will have to become more of a goal for many programs. Even the small selling feature of a medal might be very valuable for coaches and players. If only two teams advance from Conference play to Regionals only gold and silver would be awarded. If there are three teams then gold, silver and bronze would be awarded. We are not suggesting creating more games or awarded medals to teams that don’t advance. 

· 6) Are team championships still viable if we reduce classification ie: track, wrestling. The numbers and format might need to be changed.
