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RENEGADES __ Score Sheet Stickers



Purpose   Use a pre-printed score sheet sticker instead of writing in each player’s name & number on the game score sheet (…especially since there are 3 copies of the score sheet to fill out each game).

[bookmark: _GoBack]How to use the Score Sheet Stickers   There are 3 copies of the game score sheet: one for the home team, one for the visitor and one for the statistician (or other).
Place a sticker on each page of the game score sheet under the “home” area (if you’re the home team) or “visitor” area (if you’re the visiting team).  

How to make the Score Sheet Stickers   
Option 1:  Visit AHAI.org (AHAI=Amateur Hockey Association Illinois), create a log in as the team manager and print out the formatted info onto 2 x 4” sticker labels.
Option 2:   Get player names & numbers from the Coach and use the template attached to create your own.
Option 3: Go to Avery.com and create an account. Select the Avery label product #5263 and use Avery’s template for the sticker paper. Add your team name, coach name & number and team manager name & number. Add sticker labels to your printer and print as needed. Avery can also print the labels and send them directly to your home (double-check delivery date so you have the labels by your first game).
