There is no longer a USA Hockey Code of Conduct (Associations must do their own).  Safe sport and coaching modules must be completed prior to stepping on the ice.  There will be a new match penalty for parents.  Keith has offered to be the player safety contact.  List of required equipment and posters with concussion symptoms will be posted at the rink. There will now be a lump sum fee for MAHA State Tournament and location will rotate around the state.  There will now be a Mr. /Miss Montana Hockey.  September 29-October 1st hockey summit in Bozeman.  Gordy being nominated for award.  Development camp in Bozeman March 2018.  Alcohol can now be served at rink during High School events with the exception of the State Tournament.
