BACKGROUND CHECKS

Beginning with the 2013 season, TMYBA will be requiring more extensive background checks on all adults volunteering as coaches or umpires in an attempt to make our children safer and more secure.  We have hired Protect Youth Sports to conduct the background checks, which will include a national criminal record search and a 50 state sex offender registry search.

The search will be conducted through a secure website.  Volunteers will be asked to provide address history, social security number, and date of birth.  TMYBA will not have access to this personal information of volunteers.
Volunteers will be disqualified from participating as a coach or umpire in TMYBA activities if they have been previously convicted of, or are currently charged with, any of the following:

Abuse or assault/battery – physical or sexual

Rape

Any crime of a sexual nature, including possession or dissemination of pornography

Homicide or manslaughter in any degree

Attempted murder

Domestic violence

Child neglect or child abuse in any form
Any felony drug crime

Animal cruelty

Theft or robbery

Forgery or fraud

Kidnapping

Arson

Any weapons violation
Conspiracy to commit a crime of violence
In addition, volunteers will be disqualified if they have been previously convicted two or more times within the last 10 years of, or are currently charged with, any of the following:

Driving under the influence, operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated, or similar offense
Any misdemeanor drug offense
The foregoing lists are not intended to be the exclusive offenses that could lead to disqualification.  The TMYBA board of directors reserves the right to evaluate background check results to determine, in its sole discretion, if disqualification would be appropriate based upon other facts identified in those results.
