The SCCHS Ardens were at the 5A Girl’s Provincials in Saskatoon.  The had wins over Winston Knoll and PA St Mary in pool play, but lost to Bishop Mahony and Weyburn.   In the playoff cross over, the Ardens played a tough PA Carlton team in the quarter final.  The Arden’s strong season came to an end with a 2-0 loss.

BOYS REGIONAL VOLLEYBALL
