Referee Committee: Elie Nassif/Rich Frongillo 

• The new intro program now includes an on field instructional session; will also extend this 

opportunity to the least experienced refs who are recertifying 

• Recertification:  virtual affords flexibility of time 

• Discussion about referee assignor fees – how to start the conversation of change 

• Continue to encourage your players to become referees 

• Publish list of sanctioned tournaments to distribute to the leagues – Try to avoid scheduling games on 

tournament weekends due to the referee shortage. 

 

Cup Committee Updates: (slide) Liz (speaking for JP) 

• SoccerFest 2022 – Chattanooga, Tennessee (July 13th-July 17th) 

• USASA brought back Women’s Amateur Cup – EMWSL Sidekicks Won Region I, went to 

Championship of Regions and lost in the finals 

• Women’s Cup – in April/May 2022 

• 2021 Champions Cup – 8 teams entered, excellent competition, Brockton Amateur Soccer won the 

tournament 

• Qualifiers are currently happening for the Open Cup 

• 2021 Lamar Hunt Open Cup – 3 Massachusetts teams joined

• Futsal combine in January – take top 20-30 players, will work with the State Director of Coaching in 

February (in concept right now, will then send out information to membership)

Safe Sport & U18 players: Andy 

• Currently have 115 players, 1% of our total players 

• Board of Directors of Mass Soccer have to take Safe Sport training 

• Any team with a youth player needs to take the Safe Sport training, but we do not yet know who will 

keep track of this 

• Many states have decided to stop taking youth players. 

• NE Club soccer league is stopping taking U18 players. 

• USASA is going to be distributing updated rules/requirements on this after their November 2021 

meeting. 

• Proposal made to discontinue accepting U18 players – passed 

• Effective for 2022 registration year, with already existing U-18 players being grandfathered in. 

 

Directors & Officers Insurance: (slide) Liz McQuilkin 

• Mass Soccer Board and Committee Chairs are covered by new USASA Policy. 

• The insurance covers League Presidents doing in state soccer business only, therefore, league boards 

are no longer covered by the national policy.   

• 2 are available for purchase – reach out to Liz for details 

 

Use of ITG Money:  

• Received $10,000 from US Soccer – received $5,000 for a tournament we had to cancel due to 

COVID.  Possible idea of a charity tournament 

  

Mass Youth Soccer- Jared 

• Nothing to report from him. He will share our info with board. 

 

Good of the Game- (slide)  

• Last weekend of October – game getting out of play, the Referee stopped the game and pulled 

together the teams and gave a speech, both teams applauded him
