Team Awards for Levels 4 and 5

There was a discussion about the cost of the awards for these two meets.  The decision is to purchase the age division all around awards for gymnasts 1-6 and the event awards for gymnasts 1-3 from A-1 and to investigate other options for the remainder of the awards.  Awards for Levels 4 and 5 will be the same for all meets.

Entry forms and fees for Levels 4, 5, and 6 should be sent to the meet director of the appropriate meet by November 10.  The form and fee for any gymnast qualifying after that date should be sent as soon as possible.

Ranking of the gymnasts for Levels 4 and 5 within each meet will be done 2-3 weeks prior to the meet.  Therefore, ALL MEET RESULTS MUST BE SENT TO TOM FORSTER as soon as possible.

Judges Selection for all state meets will be based on rating, seniority, affiliation, number of meets judged at that level, in-state clinic hours, and feedback from coaches.

Entry Fees for Event Specialists will be $40.00 for one event plus $15.00 for each extra event.

7.
Teddy Bear Meet for Levels 4 and 5 - August 27th.    Clinic - August 28th.
