
 

 

MRSEF Scholarship Application 2026-2027 
 

Dear MRSEF Scholarship Applicant, 

The Mission Ridge Ski Education foundation is committed to providing a means of financial assistance 
to MRSEF athletes for them to pursue skiing excellence. To this end, we have developed a scholarship 
program to offset MRSEF tuition, camps, and race expenses incurred throughout the year. At this time, 
MRSEF has authorized up to $1,500.00 per year be distributed as needed to YSL athletes and up to 
$3,000.00 per year to U14, U16, and FIS athletes. First year MRST athletes may apply, however, 
longevity with the team may be considered during the application process. 
 

Scholarship Application Time Period: 

Applications will be accepted beginning September 15, 2026. 

• Completed applications for program tuition scholarship deadline: October 15, 2026 
• Fall Camp tuition scholarship submission deadline: November 1, 2026 
• Summer Camp tuition scholarship submission deadline: May 1, 2027 

 

Coaches’ Discretion Scholarship Awards: 

This is available to athletes U12 and older in the program. It is based on many things such as, helpfulness 
on the hill, interaction and support of fellow athletes both at home and at races, general attitude, effort, 
race qualification (Regional Champs, Regional Project selection, Buddy Werner, etc.). This is not limited 
to one athlete and can go to many, or few, based on coaches’ recommendations. These awards will vary 
in amount and may or may not be distributed in any given year depending on availability of funds in the 
scholarship account. As stated, this award is up to your coaches and is not something that can be applied 
for. It is something that is earned through hard work and dedication every day! Coaches’ Discretion 
Scholarships are reviewed for approval/disapproval by the Scholarship Committee for uniformity and 
balance. 
 

Use of Scholarship Funds: 

Awarded funds will be applied to the member’s MRSEF account or paid to the event hosting organization. 
Funds are not to be paid directly to the athlete or family member nor credited to the member’s account 
for any purpose other than that stated in the Scholarship Application. Reimbursement to members 
accounts for fees already paid are to be considered outside the scope of the Scholarship Program. 

 

 



 
Application Review Process: 

MRSEF uses a separate, independent review panel made up of community members with a wealth of 
experience in competitive skiing. Parents with athletes in the program may not be part of the review 
board. The MRST Program Director coordinates this review and follows up with this panel and will notify 
the applicant & MRSEF Board President of the panel decision for each application. 
 

Application Review Criteria: 

Applications are reviewed and awarded based on each applicant’s performance in the following 
categories: 

• Applicant’s overall merit 
• Level of athlete involvement in Mission Ridge Ski Team activities 
• Level of parent involvement in Mission Ridge Ski Team programs and fundraising activities 
• A coach’s recommendation letter 
• Thoroughness of application (incomplete applications will not be considered) 

Applications will be evaluated based on performance in these categories. Significant consideration is 
given to the coach’s recommendation letter and their observations of the applicant.
