Team Selection Process 

Players will be assigned tryout numbers on their first day of tryouts. Each team will 
be announced following the final tryout day for each age level.  

The number of players selected will vary based on the number of players trying out 
that qualify for that age level, with consideration of an additional team and coaching 
staff, and up to 3 alternates. The players selected can commit immediately after 
selection to their team or can have up to 7 days to make a final decision. However, 
that timeline may change based on coaches and team need. If a player chooses 
another option other than Hotshots Juniors Volleyball, an alternative will be offered 
the available spot on the team.
