¢ | will learn the strengths and weaknesses of my players so | may place them in situations where they
have a maximum opportunity to achieve success.

¢ | will conduct my practices and games so that all players have an opportunity to improve their skill level
through active participation.

¢ | will ensure that the fans of my player’s team conduct themselves with sportsmanship and maturity at
all times while in attendance at game sites.

¢ | will emphasize the importance of winning without boasting and losing without bitterness.

¢ | will teach the value of teamwork and the meaning of good sportsmanship.

¢ | will confine my discussions with umpires to the interpretations of the rules and not challenge umpire
decisions involving judgment.

¢ | will refrain from any personal action that might arouse players or spectators to unsportsmanlike
behavior.

¢ | will adhere to any rules or regulations stipulated by BTBA and MBL.

¢ | will teach my players to respect the game of baseball.

o | will not act either intentionally or unintentionally in any manner that is detrimental to BTBA and its
Mission.
