Captain 
Luke Hughes played 25:00, the most of anyone on Team USA, 
with alternate captain Sean Behrens next at 18:57.

BIOSTEEL ALL-AMERICAN GAME
The 47 players invited to the BioSteel All-American Game 
(BioSteelAllAmericanGame.com) were announced yesterday during 
the NHL Network's broadcast of the USA-Slovakia World Juniors 
game. The BioSteel All-American Game, which features top American 
players eligible for the upcoming NHL Draft, was first staged by USA 
Hockey in 2012 in Buffalo. The 2023 edition will be played at USA 
Hockey Arena in Plymouth, Mich., on Jan. 16. Opening faceoff is set 
for 4 p.m.
