Each player should play every position during the season including goalie.

Max of 4 Coaches on bench. 

7.) Substitute players 

Will allow substitute skaters for scrimmages only at PW/12U or above. 
Must be from same or lower level. 
Goalies subs are allowed for league and scrimmages at PW/12U or above. 

8.) Mite scheduling meeting 

Saturday Dec 8th. 9am 

Reminder: Penalty for game misconduct are served in D5 league games unless in a tournament.

If you get a game misconduct which you have to sit out of the game you cannot be on the bench and cannot be in the locker room for the game being missed.
If you are playing in a D5 tournmament
Match penalties are meant to be out of all team activities until a meeting with the district.
