All Saratoga Miss Coaches will abide by the Coaches Code of Conduct, which includes the following 
provisions.  If any of these rules are broken, the League shall have the authority to impose a warning or 
dismiss the Coach from his/her duties. 

 

All Coaches Shall: 

 Not criticize a player in front of her peers or spectators, but reserve constructive criticism for later. 

 Keep things positive. 

 Accept decisions of the umpires as being fair. 

 Not criticize the opposing team, its players, coaches, or fans by word of mouth or by gestures. 

 Strive to make every activity serve as a training ground for life, and a basis for good mental and 

physical health. 

 Not use abusive or profane language at any time. 

 Not receive any payment, in cash or kind, for services as a Coach. 

 Not distribute any medication to players, unless directed from the player’s parent/guardian. 

 Not permit ineligible players to participate in the game. 

 Not exhibit any unsportsman like conduct. 

 Abstain from the possession or use of alcohol or illegal substances at games and practices. 

 Uphold all rules and regulations both ASA and the modifications made by Saratoga Miss Softball.
